Several residents stated their concerns and experiences about the Fire Chief.  Mr. Davis advised that he wished make an amendment to the motion on the floor Mr. Lowman withdrew his motion and Mr. Davis made a motion to appoint Mr. Scala has fire chief for 1 year 1day with the option of not reappointing next year with just cause.  Mr. Scala requested that the Board enter into Executive Session at this time to discuss the stipend issue; Mr. Davis stated that this was not an issue warranting an Executive Session there will be no more talk about stipends at this time for there was a motion on the floor that the Board needed to vote on and if any one wants to discuss stipends they need to contact Administrative Assistant and ask to be on the agenda. Mr. Davis withdrew his motion and made a new motion which was seconded by Mr. Lowman and so voted to appoint Mr. Peter Scala has fire chief for l year with a six month full review. 
Mr. Scala was questioning the Town Hall alarm system, it was advised that the system was being worked on and should be corrected from sending out false alarms by the end of the week.
Mr. Herbert Abelow, School Committee Chair, advised the Board once the Governor signs the legislation, hopefully this week; the School Committee will be an elected position and will appear on the ballot for the State Election in November.
Mr. Loring rejoined the meeting.
