Minutes of August 4, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of July 21, 2008 were accepted as amended.

 Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to give an update on his progress thus far.  Mr. Farrell advised that he has spent many hours in the office, calls have been coming in, has done some patrols, alarms calls(due to storms) property damage, motor vehicle infractions, and issues with Umpachene Falls Park (suspected Alcohol and drug use).  Mr. Farrell would like to see a presence at the Park and would some like direction from the Board.  The Chief has also been in contact with the Emergency Management Director, Mr. B. Daniel Litchfield III, to review both trailers and equipment at this time they will keep both of them. He advised that he has also been in contact by the EPO regarding the possibility of a group of people camping illegally around town.  The Chief advised that the Board should look into hiring a few Part Time Officers to be available during the day when he returns to work at the school.  The Chief informed the Board that Information Management Corporation (IMC) has two different programs one to keep track of information such as entering data, calls and hopes that the software can be purchased in the near future.  He also advised that he has inspected all of the police equipment which he believes most of which is not useable. He noted that the roadsides especially at intersections are in need of mowing and brush cutting. 
The Board reviewed and approved the warrant for the Special Town Meeting on August 25th which will be adjusted for signatures on Tuesday.
Ms. Lee Alexander of the Trustees of Reservations appeared before the Board for the Board’s signatures to the conservation restriction for Schreiber/Questing.  It was noted that Town Counsel has reviewed the document and has approved it as to form.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to sign once a notary was present to witness the signing. 


Mr. Ronald VanDeusen appeared before the Board regarding his letter to the Board about the condition of the dirt roads in town.  Mr. VanDeusen stated that the dirt roads are in bad shape and presented a copy of his letter containing the signatures of residents of the Town.  After some discussion as to what needs to be done.  The Board would take the matter under advisement with the Highway Superintendent.

The Board reviewed and discussed the two bids that were submitted for the subsurface septic system to be installed at the Town Hall as follows:

Oates Construction Company for $34,818.00


Mt. Everett Sanitation for $25,602.00


After discussion a motion was made; seconded and so voted 2-0 (Mr. Davis recluses himself from the vote) to accept the bid from Mt. Everett Sanitation and asked that a letter of thanks be sent to Mr. Oates for his bid. 
 


The Board reviewed and discussed the one bid it received for a side dump body for the Highway Department:
H. P. Fairfield, Inc bid of $61,500.00. 
It was noted that the Highway Superintendent has recommended acceptance of the bid.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted to hold on this bid at this time.


The Board reviewed and discussed the two bids it received two bids for the application of either a hot or cold mix 1 ½ in Binder Course and micro-paving for a wearing surface on Brewer Hill Road as follows:
Lane Construction:  $19.00 sq yd for a Full Depth Reclamation, applying a 1 ½ in Hot Mix Binder Course and a 1 ½ Hot Mix Top as a wearing course.
Gorman Brothers:  $15.12 sq yd for a Full Depth Reclamation, applying a 2 ½ in Cold Mix Binder Course and applying a 32 pound Latex Modified Pavement Course of Micro-Paving as a wearing course.

It was noted that the Highway Superintendent has recommended the Gorman Brothers bid since it met all specs and would save approximately just under $50,000.00.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted to award the bid to Gorman Brothers.  


Mr. David Smith appeared before the Board to question why was the last fire truck put outside of 2 ½?  The Board advised it was done to comply with the request by DOR in order to comply with the law regarding 2 ½ exemptions.

Mr. Owen Hoberman appeared before the Board requesting a parking ban for Saturday, August 16th for the Inn on the Green.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted to ban parking on the Inn on the Green for Elihu Burritt Day.  

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:20 PM.
