Minutes of September 8, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 5:10 pm; all members were present.


Ms. Kate Parson & Mr. Carl Gustafson of USDA- NRCS and Mr. Paul Guertin SEA Consultant appeared before the Board to review the status of Hatchery Road.  Mr. Gustafson states that the Board will need to send NRCS a letter stating why they would like the money to be carried over with a timeline for completion of the project.   Mr. Guertin advised that a contract of $46,000.00 for engineering costs for engineering was already in place and that half of the design was already completed.  Mr. Guertin also advised the Board that they would like to put this out to bid by October 7th with a review of bids by October 30th and award the bid by November 4th providing the permit process goes smoothly.   He also advised that Phase 2 for the area near the private residences will cost about $30,000.00 for engineering costs and that permitting fees would be around $4,000.00.  It was noted that the Town has already paid $13,000.00 therefore it was estimated that the additional costs to be just under $60,000.00.  Mr. Guertin will prepare a project time line schedule for the Board and NRCS to review.  The Board thanked them for their update and will wait for the project timeline schedule to draft a letter to USDA-NCRS requesting an extension and carryover of funds.


The minutes of the August 4th, 18th & 25th were accepted as submitted.

Mr. Dan Moriarty appeared before the Board to give them an overview on the Lake Buel project that the town had appropriated $10,000.00 for.  Mr. Moriarty stated that they have two goals and would like to have a representative from New Marlborough to serve on the committee.  Mr. Loring stated that he would be the rep for New Marlborough.
The Board reviewed and forwarded copies of applications for a part-time police officer to the Acting Police Chief for his recommendations.

It was noted that there has been expressed some safety issues regarding the use of the Highway Tractor for roadside mowing.  Mr. Loring will check into the matter for the Board.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:45 PM.
