Minutes of November 17, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the November 10th meeting were accepted as corrected.
 Mr. William Hardy and Mr. Robert Prud’homme, Sea Consultants, Inc. appeared before the Board to discuss the matter of Hatchery Road river embankment.  They advised that as a result of their  site visit it was apparent that the placement of the barriers needed to be adjusted so as to relieve the weight along the top of the embankment.  Also that borings would be needed to pinpoint as to the type of replacement of the riverbank to check any further erosion.  They advised that they would contact Carl Gustafson, NRCS engineer, to review the direction they are undertaking regarding the project and would contact the Board as to the results of their discussions.  
As a result of the Management Report from the latest audit the Board is requesting that a memo be sent out to all departments/boards/committees instructing them that they are required to send to the Town Clerk, in a timely manner, accepted minutes as per Massachusetts General Laws.

Tara White advised the Board that she would be sending out inventory sheets to departments to update the inventory of items over $500.00.
The Board reviewed and discussed a letter of interest from Mr. John Weinstein requesting that he be appointed to the Conservation Commission.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted to appoint John Weinstein to the Conservation Commission.
The Board reviewed and discussed the request for a curb cut by Richard Kern along Norfolk Road.  It was suggested that the Board request that the proposed driveway be marked out for the Board to review before a permit is signed.

Mr. Lowman reported that he, Mr. Davis and Mr. Nat Yohalem met with Special Counsel Pagnotta to receive an update regarding the status of the lawsuit for the School Assessment Issue.  Items discussed were the status of the filing of a motion for a summary judgment and status of  another case like this one that has been filed in the eastern part of the State by the Town of Tisbury.   It was noted that Attorney Pagnotta will be sending information, either by fax or email, regarding the Tisbury Case.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:50 PM.
