Minutes of December 8, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the December 1st meeting were read and accepted as prepared.

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter regarding a new highway truck.  It was noted that to lease the truck would add another $7,000.00 to the purchase price.  The Board would request that the Highway Superintendent attend the next meeting to review the possibility of putting the matter out to bid as a purchase rather than a lease.

The Board opened a public hearing regarding the annual renewal of Alcoholic Beverage Permits for the year of 2009.  It was noted that the 304 inspection certifications still needed to be completed for all the Restaurant licenses and it was suggested that the hearings be continued until December 22 to give additional time for the inspections to be completed.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to continue the hearings until December 22nd.
The Board reviewed a curb cut plan for Mr. Richard Kern on Norfolk Road; it was noted that there still were some concerns regarding the matter and it was decided to request Mr. Kern to appear before the Board at its next meeting on December 15th to discuss the matter further before signing off on the permit.

It was noted that there would be a meeting at Monument Mountain High School regarding Trench Permitting at 7:00 PM.  It was suggested that the Board meet at 6:00 PM on December 15th so that it may attend the meeting.  It was requested that a notice of a change of meeting time be sent to the Town Clerk for posting. 

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
