Minutes of January 26, 2009
The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the January 12th meeting were accepted as corrected.

The Board reviewed a memo from the Finance Committee regarding FY10 budgets that recommends  a 5% cut if needed in order to the level fund budgets depending on what the Town gets from State Funding.  A motion was made; second and so voted to send a memo to all department heads regarding a possible 5% reduction and prepare their recommendations to the Board. 

The Chair advised the Board that as of today, due to breakdowns,  the Highway Department is down two more trucks.


The Board reviewed and discussed the possibility of the  resignation of Marsha Harvey as a Library Trustee.  It was noted that once a letter has been received an advertisement has to be done to comply with the By-laws and that a joint meeting would have to be held with  remaining Trustees to appoint an interim Trustee until the next Annual Town Election. 

A motion was made, seconded and so voted to  recess until 6:45 PM for a Special Permit Hearing.


Meeting reconvened at 6:45 PM and a Special Permit Hearing was declared opened to act upon the application of the New Marlborough Township Fire Company, Inc., Robert Scott, President to construct a new Firehouse at 207 Norfolk Road, Southfield.  Mr. Scott gave an overview of the project; advising that the new building will be free standing; not attached to the old building and would be a wood framed.  Mr. Scott also answered concerns from abutters on will the present Firehouse will taken down and when that would be?  Mr. Scott stated that it was the plan to eventually demolish the old building; but just not sure of the date due to finances and that the building would be used by the Rescue Squad until space became available at the new building.  A question was raised about where parking would be at the new building.  Mr. Scott stated that parking will be behind the new building.  The Chair asked if there was any further comments for or against issuing the Special Permit, being none,  a motion was made; seconded and so voted to approve the application for a Special Permit to construct a new Firehouse at 207 Norfolk Road.   A roll call vote was called and so voted as follows: Lawrence H. Davis, III, Chairman – Yes; David W. Lowman – Yes; Charles M. Loring, III  – yes,  It was noted that there would be a 20 day waiting period starting when the decision was filed with the Town Clerk.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to close the hearing at 7:15 PM.


  Mr. Alan Lombardi, Chair of 250th Anniversary Committee appeared before the Board to propose that the Board issue a  resolution regarding the presentation of the town flag at the State House on June 16th at 11 AM.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted that a resolution would be in effect for the Board of Selectmen to attend the flag presentation on June 16th at 11 AM at the State House. 

Mr. Lombardi advised the Board that the Quilt Committee, which is one of the larger committees for the 250th anniversary, is working on quilt that will have nine squares depicting nine scenes from around the Town.  Mr. Lombardi advised that he would like to request that the Board consider having one of the nine scenes be used for the front cover of the Annual Town Report and possibly one on the back cover as well.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:30 PM.
