Minutes of February 2, 2009
The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the January 26th meeting were accepted as corrected.

The Board discussed the issue of highway trucks.


The Board reviewed and discussed a letter of  resignation by Marsha Harvey as a Library Trustee and as a member of the Council on Aging.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept with regrets Mrs. Harvey’s resignation as a Library Trustee.   The Board will send a letter thanking Mrs. Harvey for her years of service to the Town and ask her to reconsider her decision regarding her membership on the Council on Aging; since you do not have to be a resident to be on the Council.

A motion was made, seconded and so voted to recess at 6:55 PM for a Special Town Meeting and to reconvene after the meeting.


Meeting was reconvened at 7:15 PM. 

Mr. Robert Miller, of Ormsbee Bus Company, appeared before the Board regarding concerns about road conditions; Mr. Miller stated that even though he had highlighted a map of all the roads used in Town as bus routes he has received the request to supply a list of bus routes with starting times.  Mr. Miller advised the Board that such a list was too complicated and that with strict compliance with the policy of calling to Sheffield for school closing/delays if the roads are not going to be ready by 6:30 AM.  Mr. Miller states that the dirt roads seem to be the most problems this winter, i.e. Rhoades & Bailey, East Hill Road into Hotchkiss Rd, Idle Hour, Foley Hill Rd (bottom side), Knight Road (back side), Canaan Valley (by the old Sporting Club) and Clayton Mill River Road; Mr. Miller believes it is best to use the chain of command of calling by 5:30 AM if roads are not ready by 6:30 AM.  The Board advised that it would look into the matter further.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:35 PM.
