Minutes of March 23, 2009


The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the previous meeting were read and accepted as corrected.


The Board reviewed and approved all budgets as recommended by the Finance Committee except for the Grant Writer and Grant Writer Expense.  It was suggested that Dawn Valinaggi be asked to attend the next meeting to discuss the matter.


Mr. John Schreiber appeared before the Board to discuss the matter regarding funding for an assessment of work that would be needed to refurbish the New Marlborough Cemetery.  He advised the Town that the Historical Society has located a couple that does the work and would be willing to fund one half of the project if the Town would fund the other half, the total estimated cost would be about $6,500.00.  The Board advised that though it was a worthy project, especially since it was the Town's 250th Anniversary Celebration this year, it was not the best of years to propose spending any additional funds; but advised that he go to the Finance Committee to get a recommendation back to the Board.

Bert Imberman, of the Finance Committee, appeared before the Board to advise that the Finance Committee was looking for any response to its inquiry regarding the truck that was used for tree work and the status of the lawsuit on the school assessment matter.  He was advised that the truck was now at the Highway Garage and that the lawsuit had yet to be heard and the Board was reviewing the proposed filing.

Mr. Loring submitted to the Board a ruling by the Attorney General's Office regarding a hearing held in August of 2008 over bids for Highway work.  He questioned why the Board did not have copies of the matter and that he had to request them.  The Administrative Assistant advised that this was the first time that he had seen it and would surmise that since Town Counsel had handled the matter directly with the AG that all paperwork was sent directly to him and since no fine had been issued only warning from now on to proceed with bids in the manner as reviewed at the hearing.
