Minutes of April 13, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; members present were Mr. Lawrence Davis III and Mr. Charles Loring III.


Minutes of April 6th were accepted as prepared.


The Board reviewed  FY 10 budget requests, it was noted that the Annual Town Warrant will be ready by Thursday of this week and signed by the Board as soon as it is ready.

Ms. Susan Hagen of the US Census Bureau, Western Massachusetts Partnership Specialist, appeared before the Board to inform them of the up coming 2010 Census.  Ms. Hagen advised that beginning this year in April thru June census workers will be going door to door to verify addresses and as a courtesy they will knock on doors to introduce themselves and that residents will not be required to reply to any questions as this procedure is only to verify each residence within the Town.

Mr. Brian Killeen appeared before the Board requesting funding for the Regional Technology Committee in the amount of $2,500.00.  Mr. Killeen states that all eleven towns involved will be asked for the same requested money.  The Board advised Mr. Killeen that it was concerned about placing $2,500.00 but would consider $1,500.00.  With Mr. Killeen approval the Board approved placing the amount of $1,500.00 on the Annual Town Warrant.

Mr. Carl VanDeusen, Assistant Wiring Inspector appeared before the Board to state that there is a communication problem between the Wiring Inspector and himself and it has been going on for eighteen months and does not seem to get any better.  The Board advised that it schedule a meeting with both inspectors to try to resolve this issue.


Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board to review and discuss the placing of articles that are going to be on Annual Town Warrant that refer establishing regulations regarding the parking of vehicles along public ways, the use of marijuana in public and the consumption of alcoholic beverages in public areas.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:50 PM.
