Minutes of June 8, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of June 1st meeting were approved as corrected.  


The Board reviewed and discussed the status of roads in Town.  It was noted that the dirt roads are in need of grading and the Board reviewed the possibility of hiring a grader/operator.  The board will look into getting verbal quotes on hourly rates.


Ms. White noted that the beaver dam control work on Norfolk Road will be done as soon as the town supplies 80 feet of a 12 inch diameter double wall solid pipe.  Pipe and collars will be ordered from S&A Supply to be delivered at the Highway Garage on Wednesday.
The Board reviewed and discussed road conditions on Brewer Hill Road and Canaan Southfield Road.   The roadway at the intersection of Brewer Hill and Brewer Branch will be checked on Tuesday.

Mr. Thomas Carmody, Building Inspector, presented a letter to the Board.


The Chair advised the Board that the tree which was across the river near the intersection of Foley Hill and  Canaan Southfield Road had been removed, but that water had eroded the riverbank near the highway much more than was previously thought.  He advised that he would contact Mount Everett Landscaping to haul in rocks to rip rap the embankment and hire their excavator to remove the remaining stump. 


The Board reviewed all of the applications that have been  received for the Tax Collector position and will hold interviews this Thursday starting at 5:00 PM.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:10 PM.
