Minutes of January 4, 2010


The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present. 

The minutes of December 21st were accepted with one correction. 

Mr. Roger Levine, Solid Waste Coordinator appeared before the Board to review and discuss the two bids received for the Request for Services at the Transfer Station.  Mr. Levine recommended to the Board that, he believed,  the bid received from ECO/Waste would be in the best interest of the  Town since not only were they the lowest bidder there have been no big issues with them from the previous contract with them.  Mr. Levine also recommended that the option to purchase or lease a new or used compactor for the paper at the Transfer Station be put on hold until a better estimate on total costs involved are obtained.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the bid from ECO/Waste Services, LLC; award for a term of 5 years and to put on hold the option of a compactor subject to funding. 

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of annual renewal of Alcoholic Beverage Licenses.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the renewal of Alcoholic Beverage licenses for Mill River General Store, Old Inn on the Green, Old Inn at Southfield Store LLC, Gedney Farm, and Mepal Manor.

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of hiring seasonal help at the Highway Department.  It was noted that the position was funded in the present Highway Budget.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to have the position advertised. 

The Board reviewed and discussed the possibility of hiring another employee to help handle work at the Town Hall.  The Board will revisit the matter at a later time. It was noted that after a discussion with Town Counsel he will review the matter of the SEA contract and what recourses the Town might have concerning the matter.

After reviewing and discussing a motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the final report of the 250th  Anniversary Committee.  


The Chair advised that counsel would be reviewing the matter regarding SEA Consultants.


The Board reviewed the final report of the 250th Committee.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to sign off on the final report as submitted.


The Chairman advised the Board that he would recluse himself from the meeting while the Board discussed the matter of Larry Davis Jr plowing with the grader.  Ms. White stated that she believes that she is not being informed of issues going on at the Highway Department and asked if there is a difference between a people being hired to grade roads then to plow them?  Is Mr. Davis Jr an employee or a contractor?  Does he have the proper licenses?  Mr. Peter Marks, Highway Superintendent, stated that he had called Mr. Davis Jr in to help chip away the ice that developed on the roadway;  a few times to plow the snow drifts since the department had down two trucks.   He advised that he wanted an experienced person running the grader who not only knows how to run the grader but see that proper maintenance is done on it.  He also advised that since Mr. Davis Jr has been running the grader there has not been any problems with it.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to let the Highway Superintendent have the ability to hire a grader operator per diem as needed at his discretion.  .

The Chairman returned to the meeting.


Mr. Glen Murray appeared before the Board requesting to be placed on next week's agenda.  He was advised that to arrange the placement on the next agenda he had to see the Administrative Assistant. 

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:45 PM.
