Minutes of January 11, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present. 

The minutes of January 4th were accepted as corrected. 

The Board reviewed a letter of recommendation from the Wiring Inspector Mr. Richard Aloisi to request that Mr. Alan Deverry be appointed as the Assistant Wiring Inspector.  After a short discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Mr. Denerry as the Assistant Wiring Inspector.  


Mr. Glen Murray appeared before the Board to discuss a few possible ways to save energy for the Town.  Mr. Murray has two different proposals; but he has not had any time to further review this into depth, due to personnel reasons.  One proposal is to install a windmill with piping to be installed that would use ground temperature and maintenance cost would be minimal.  He also asked if it would be possible to acquire the costs of on heating for the Town Hall and  Library and contact the Town’s engineer for the rivers flow count.  The Board advised that the Town does not have a Town Engineer and suggested that he contact MEMA for the flow count.  


Mrs. Barbara Marchione, Emergency Management Director, appeared before the Board to discuss the Hazard Mitigation Litigation Plan.  She advised the Board  that this position would be better for someone on the Planning Board or the Conservation Commission or she suggested that the Board meet with Mr. Will Brinker to see if he is interested in this position.


Mr. William Garrett appeared before the Board to inquire as to the status of setting the 2010 tax rate?  The Board advised that the rate has not been set and that the State is experiencing a few weeks delay on reviewing the towns for rate approvals.     

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
