Minutes of March 22, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.


The minutes of March 15th meeting were accepted as corrected.

Attorney Ferris appeared before the Board regarding the possible acceptance of a small piece of land adjacent to the school property. Attorney Ferris advised the Board that while researching the deed for Mr. Lester Kushner the owner of the property, it became apparent that a mistake was made and some of the property that was transferred should have remained as school property and in order to correct the problem a article would need to be accepted by a Town Meeting to transfer the property back to the Town.  He also advised that he had been in contact with Town Counsel and would work to draft an article.  The Board thanked the Board and advised that they were agreeable to placing an article on the Annual Town Meeting Warrant subject to the approval as to form by Town Counsel. 

The Board reviewed and discussed the request by Louise Yohalem to reappoint Maureen Hosford to the Cultural Council.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to reappoint Maureen Hosford to the Cultural Council for a term ending on June 30, 2010.  


The Board received a resignation from Laura Fleury, member of the Cultural Council.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to regretfully accept the resignation of Laura Fleury and to send her a thank you letter for her service to the Town.


After a review and discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Elizabeth Olenbush, Louise Yohalem & Tara White to the Green Community Task Force.   

The Board reviewed and discussed the Machinery Expense Account with the Highway Superintendent, Peter Marks.  It was noted that the account was extremely low and after Mr. Marks reviews it to see if any of the charges to the account should have been charged to a different account or possibly have a Special Town Meeting if the Finance Committee doesn't have sufficient funds to replenish the account.
Mr. Herbert Abelow, Chairman of the School Committee, appeared before the Board to see if they had any questions regarding the revamped budget and to give an update on the Regional School Agreement.
Ms. White advised the Board that a possible grant might be available to continue the installing of Beaver Control Devices.  Ms. White suggests that the Board, as was done before, put some funds into an account for the Town’s share of the grant.  She advised that possible places for a Beaver Control Device are Cross Rd to Canaan Valley and Leffingwell Road.  The Board gave the Highway Superintendent permission to take down the beaver dam on the first bridge on Hotchkiss Road that is under mining behind the bridge abutments. 
The Board asked to have Mr. Joe Poindexter of the Historical Society contacted to begin discussions regarding the lease of the Great Hall at the Town Hall and to advise him that the Society must carry liability insurance that names the Town of New Marlborough as an additional insured.  The Board would consult with counsel to see if an article on a Town Meeting warrant would be needed for authorization.  

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
