Minutes of April 5, 2010

  

  

            The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; members present Charles M Loring, III and Tara B. White. 

            
            The reading of the minutes of March 29th were waived until next week. 

            

            A joint meeting of the Board of Selectmen and the Planning Board was called to order for the purpose of appointing a new member to the Planning Board until the next Annual Election on May 10th.  James Mullen, Planning Board Chair appeared before the Board and advised that the Planning Board was down to two members and could not form a quorum to conduct business; Mr. Mullen advised that he is recommending that Holly Morse be appointed to the Planning Board until the Annual Town Election on May 10th.  After a short discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Holly Morse to the Planning Board until the Annual Election.   Mr. Mullen advised the Board that he would be willingly to be the representative for the Planning Board on the Green Communities Task Force. 

  

            Finance Committee members appeared before the Board to review and discuss some of the FY11 budgets.  Edgar Zukauskas, Chairman of the Finance Committee, stated that the Finance Committee might not recommend some of the budgets submitted for FY11 and that the committee is not fully sold on the idea of the across the board 2.5% raises.  Mr. Zukauskas asked if the Board had reviewed the memo submitted to the Board last week. He pointed out that one of the suggestions was that the town look into merit pay raises.  He also advised that the stipends for the fire department needed to be reviewed with the Fire Chief and that the request for a new ambulance would be recommended with the stipulation that $50,000.00 of the expense be transferred from th Comstar Account leaving approximately $120,000.00 to be borrowed.  

  

            Library Trustees, Claudette Callahan, Francine Groener and Irene Dvorchik  appeared before the Board to discuss the budget submitted for the Library Director's  salary.  They advised the Board that they would like to request that the Director receive the 3% raise as the had submitted since a raise has not been received for a few years, and they strongly believe the Director deserves such a raise.  After further review and discussion it was decided to leave the budget amount as submitted for now. 

  

            Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief appeared before the Board to review and discuss the cost for updating the Fire, Emergency Director's and the Highway radios (both portables and vehicle unit radios).  The estimated  amount is $34,000.00.  Chief Scala advised that the amount could be divided over the FY11 and FY12 budgets.  The Board will take the matter under advisement while it waits for estimates from the Police Department.

           

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:45 PM.
