Minutes of April 20, 2010

The meeting was opened at 5:00 PM; all members were present.


The Board reviewed and discussed the matter regarding the Board being notified that it appears the FY10 budget is $151,000.00 over the levy limit.  It was noted that the Board had three options to explore; go to a Special Town Meeting and cut $151,000.00 from the budgets; transfer from different accounts with a surplus or have a Special Election and raise the levy limit to cover the short fall.  Also it was noted that in order to have a Special Town Election the Town Clerk must be notified in writing no less than 35 days before the election. Also the Annual Town Meeting would need to be delayed from May 3rd to June 21st since all articles are not ready in time for the May annual meeting and to allow time needed to finalize the FY10 Budget.   After further review of the options a motion was made, seconded and so voted to change the meeting date of the Annual Town Meeting date from May 3rd to June 21st and to notify the Town Clerk that the Board is calling for Special Town Election in order to place a question on the ballot to raise the levy limit in the amount to be determined later. 

The Board reviewed and discussed a list of questions submitted by the Berkshire Record.  After review and discussion decided that the Chairmen would work with the Administrative Assistant to respond to the questions that were submitted.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 6:00 PM.
