Minutes of April 26, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of April 12th were accepted as amended.

The meeting minutes of April 20th were accepted as amended.


The Board reviewed and discussed the upcoming Memorial Day parade.  Mr. Loring will check to see if the Fire Department would like to be in charge of the scheduling for this event.


The Board reviewed and discussed doing a site visit with Berkshire Engineering and other permitting agencies for the Hatchery Road Project.  Berkshire Engineering will be notified that the Board will be available next Thursday for either a morning or afternoon meeting. 

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter regarding the specifications for the new ambulance.  It was noted that there is a problem meeting weight limits with the four wheel drive vehicle.  It was noted that the Ambulance Squad will meet to decide on whether or not to drop the request for a four wheel drive ambulance.  The present request for bids will be pulled and be rebid as soon as the new specifications are submitted.


The Board inquired about the status of the strap grant and the Board was advised that Mass. Department of Transportation was reviewing the matter at this time.


The Board was advised by the Highway Superintendent that the loader is out of service and looks like it might need a new transmission.  Wilkinson will transport the loader to Tyler's for repair and on the return trip bring back a rented loader to use. It was noted that it would cost $1,000.00 a week to rent.   Mr. Marks will make sure that Tyler completes the job as promptly as possible.   The Board also asked that he keep the pressure on to have the expenses covered under the warranty

The Board inquired on how much is the Town over the levy limit and was advised that it looks like about $157,000.00.  It appears that due to a large amount of decline of Local and State receipts coupled with the late certification of values by the State has resulted in very late confirmation that an override is needed with just about two months left in the fiscal year.  The Board questioned that if the levy was increased the $157,000.00 would it be enough for FY11 

The Board inquired as to what the funds were spent on by the Lake Buel District.  Mr. Loring would look into the matter.

The Board inquired as to the the status of the Town Cemetery Mapping.  Is it completed yet, if not when?  The Administrative Assistant will check with the Cemetery Commission on the status. 


Scott Farrell, Police Chief, appeared before the Board to review and discuss interviews for a new Part Time Police Officer.  The Board asked that 15 minute interviews be scheduled for next Monday starting at 5:30.  The Chief also presented to the Board for review a draft of an SOP for the Police Department and a policy needed by the Town for CORI checks.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15PM.
