Minutes of May 17, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

Mr. Davis informed the Board that they need to reorganize; Mr. Davis made a motion to have Mr. Loring be the Chairman of the Board, Ms. White seconded the motion.  Motion passed.


The meeting minutes of May 10th were approved as corrected.

Mr. John Sisson appeared before the Board regarding the upcoming Memorial Day parade.  Mr. Sisson informed the Board that he already has spoken with the New Marlborough Central School and they will have some of the students in the parade and possibly some scouts.  He advised that the Historical Commission will host refreshments after the parade at the Town Hall and that the flowers will be ready for the Veterans.  Mr. Sisson also informed the Board  that the High School Band, Mr. Mark Bachetti (Firing Squad), First Responders, Fire Department, Police Department and  Minister need to be contacted.  Mr. Loring advised that the Fire Department and First Responders are all set and that Rev. Norman Lee, of the United Church of New Marlborough has been asked to participate; Mr. Loring also mentions that a gymnastic group would like to join the parade this year.  Mr. Sisson inquired if the antique cars will be in the parade and Mr. Davis states he will be out of town that day, but he will check with Martin Love and Larry Davis Jr. to see if they are available to run their automobiles in the parade.  Mr. Sisson advised that a speaker is needed and suggested Selectman White; Ms. White advised that she has left a message for Elizabeth Taylor asking her to be the speaker and she will think about being the speaker if Ms. Taylor is not available.  Mr. Sisson advises the Board that this will probably be his last year to assist in the parade.  The Board thanked Mr. Sisson for all his efforts in organizing this year's Memorial Day Parade.

The Board inquired if the site visit is still scheduled for this coming Thursday for Hatchery Road?  It was noted that meeting is still on for 10:00 am on Hatchery Road.

Mr. Davis informed the Board that construction work on Clayton Mill River Road will start this week with the grinding of old pavement and the reshaping of the roadway.   The process should take about three days.


Mr. Davis advised the Board that he still is waiting to hear from DEP regarding the removal of logs at the transfer station.

The Board inquired if there has been any response from Ms. Palmer regarding the cemetery mapping yet?  They were advised that no word has been received and another call will be placed this week.

The Board announced that it will host an Informational Meeting on Monday, May 24th at 7:00 pm to answer any questions regarding the override question appearing on the Special Town Election being held on May 27th and a short Selectmen's Meeting at 6:00 pm.


The Board reviewed and discussed the status of the town’s budgets for the Annual Town Meeting on June 21st at and looking into issuing tax bills on a quarterly basis starting in FY2012.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:05 PM.
