Minutes of June 28, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:00 PM; all members were present.

The reading of the minutes of the June 21st meeting was waived.

Mr. Greg Winters of Scanlon & Associates appeared before the Board with the report of the basic financial statements for FY09 done from early this month.

Mr. Edgar Zukauskas, Chairman Finance Committee appeared before the Board for a joint meeting to do transfers, but a quorum was not present for the Finance Committee.  Mr. Zukauskas requested a joint meeting for this coming Thursday evening at 7 PM to do transfers providing a quorum is present.

Mr. Herbert Abelow, Chairman of the SBRSD, appeared before the Board to review and discuss Article 21 of the Annual Town Meeting regarding the Revised School District Agreement which was tabled.  Mr. Abelow inquired as to how the Board intended to proceed with this matter since it has to be voted on.  The Board advised that Public Hearings needed to be scheduled so that residents are able to have their questions and concerns answered.  Mr. Abelow advised that it was on the Town’s website for 3 months, the school had an informal meeting to discuss the agreement back in April and hardcopies of the agreement were available at the Town Hall.  The Board advised that it would schedule a Special Town Meeting as soon as the public had able time to have their questions.


 Ms. Dorothy Stube of 69 Pine Road appeared before the Board regarding a situation with a neighbor; Ms. Stube stated that she is noticing a possible problem with a neighbor's septic system and is wondering how to proceed.  The Board advised that as long as her neighbor has followed the Board of Health requirements then there is nothing they can do since there is nothing in the Town by-laws regulating the discharge of water onto private property.  It was suggested that Ms. Stube check with the Health Agent, Scott McFarland, to make sure everything was completed properly and if it was then the situation would be a civil matter and she would have to pursue the matter with her own attorney.

The Board discussed and reviewed the Town’s insurance policy for Police & Fire with Fire Chief Mr. Peter Scala.  Mr. Scala advised the Board that he is quite concerned about the current policy and would like the Town to receive in writing what the policy covers and who are covered on this policy.  Mr. Scala questioned whether or not the Town is currently paying for this policy and is not getting what they paid for.  The Board would take the matter under advisement with counsel and look into the possibility of advertising for bids on the Fire & Police Insurance Coverage.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:10 PM.
