Minutes of July 12, 20010

Joint Meeting of the Board of Selectmen and Finance Committee


The meeting was opened to order and the reading of the minutes of the Finance Committee previous meeting was waived.  It was noted that a quorum of members from the Board and Committee were present.


A motion was made, seconded and so voted to transfer funds from the Diesel Account in the amount of $8,000.00 to Roads and Bridges and $6,690.50 from the Salt Account to Roads and Bridges Account.  It was advised that some funds were to pay Wilkinson for the emergency repairs to the Clayton Mill River Road that had dangerous potholes and $3,000.00 to Tyler Rental to pay for the rental of a loader while the Town's was being repaired.


The Boards reviewed and discussed the matter of a $20,123.42 invoice for the repairs of the loader.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted, with one no vote, to transfer $18,123.42 from the Salt Account, $1,000.00 from the Electric Account, $900.00 for the Vacation Pay Account and $500.00 from the Holiday Pay Account and transfer said amounts to the Machinery Expense Account.  A question regarding warranties for the repair work was asked and it was advised that other than the standard 30-day to other warranties is given to equipment of this nature.

A motion was made, seconded and so voted to transfer $5.50 from the Street Listing Account to the Town Clerk Expense Account for the purpose of covering last minute bills.


Being that there was no further business to bring before the Joint Meeting a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 pm.

Minutes of July 12, 2010


The meeting began with all members present.


The Board reviewed and discussed a letter by Bridget Hughes requesting permission to hold a fund raising walk of 4 miles in October to raise awareness of Breast Cancer.  She will be advised that the Board has no problem regarding the walk as long she co-ordinates the matter with Police Chief Scott Farrell.


The Board reviewed and discussed matter of bids for the paving on Clayton Mill River Road.  It was noted that the Highway Superintendent had looked them over and was recommending the bid by Tri-Town Paving for $342,375.00.  It also was noted that if the total project cost should exceed the $500,000.00 budgeted the excess would be placed against Chapter 90 funds.   A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the bid of Tri-Town Paving, Inc of $342,375.00 for the paving on Clayton Mill River Road.


It was noted that the Town Hall Parking Lot should have at least two designated Handicap Parking spaces.  The Board will request 2 signs be ordered by the Highway Department.


The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of Transfer Station Stickers.  It was noted by the Transfer Station Attendant, Alvin Stalker that a number of people still have failed to purchase valid stickers.  It was suggested that monitors with up to date list of permits issued be placed at the station to help encourage users to purchase the permits.


Selectman White noted that the last bill for the handicapped voting machine at the last Special Election was over $700.00 just for computer media card and that the total cost of the last two Special Elections will most likely be about $3,000.00 for a machine that has never been used.  

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:10 pm
