Minutes of August 23, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; members present were Charles M. Loring, III and Tara B. White.


The meeting minutes of July 26th were accepted as corrected.

The meeting minutes of August 9th were accepted as amended.


Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief appeared before the Board and stated that he would like the Board enter into executive session to discuss the Police and Fire Policy Coverage and the current situation. He advised that he is willing to wait until the end of the meeting. The Chair advised that the Board would entertain his request later in this meeting.

Mr. John Schreiber appeared before the Board to update them on the restoring of old stones in the New Marlborough Village Cemetery.  Mr. Schreiber stated that the Historical Society has hired a consultant to give them a proposal of what it would cost to repair the old stones.  Mr. Schreiber stated that there is a possible grant that would need matching funds, for the work. He advised that amount of the grant would be $25,000.00 and that the deadline for submittal is January-February 11, 2011.  Mr. Schreiber stated that the Historical would be willing to do fundraising to help offset the matching funds.  Mr. Schreiber is concerned that the oldest part of the cemetery where the oldest stones are would be lost if repairs are not done soon and that a part of New Marlborough's history would also be lost. He informed the Board that the New Marlborough Village Cemetery is one of the oldest active cemeteries in Massachusetts.  Mr. Schreiber reminded the Board that about 8 years ago that Mr. John Sisson received grant money for the cemeteries which was used to remove trees that were threatening the stones.  The Board advised that they will look into what funds might be available and further review and discuss the matter before making any final decisions.

Ms. Christina Gillespie, who resides on Rhoades & Bailey Road, appeared before the Board to state that she is very happy that the road has been brought back to the condition it previously was in the years past.  Ms. Gillespie stated that she is very pleased that Larry Davis Jr. is back working in the grader and doing the repairs of the dirt roads.


Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief appeared before the Board and stated that he would like the Board to enter into executive session regarding the Police/Fire Policy and the current situation since it could evolve into a legal matter.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to go into Executive Session to discuss possible litigation matters and not to return to public session.  A roll count vote was called:  Mr. Loring – Yes, Ms. White – Yes.  The Board enters into executive session at 7:20 PM and states it will not be back in regular meeting session.


The Board entered back into regular session at 7:55 PM. 

Scott Farrell, Police Chief petitioned the Board to remain while he updated them regarding a Police Officer who is going to resign but not yet submitted a written resignation or Town owned equipment.  Chief Farrell advised that he will be in contact with the officer this week to get the resignation and the equipment..
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:10 PM.
