Minutes of September 7, 2010

The meeting was opened at 3:00 PM; all members were present.

The previous meeting minutes were waived.

It was noted by the Chair that the Wheeler & Taylor representative could not attend the meeting and would like to reschedule possibly sometime next week to review the Fire/Police Insurance Policy Coverage proposal.

The Board reviewed and discussed the proposal by Wheeler & Taylor of the Fire/Police Coverage with the Police Chief Scott Farrell.  It was noted that at this time the Town has signed a contract for Auto and Liability for a two year period and believe that the contract will be up in the spring of 2011 ( the Contract does not include the Fire/Police Policy).


The Board requests that a claim be submitted for the backhoe’s window to MIIA.


The Board reviewed and discussed the appointments of hiring two highway workers.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to hire Thomas Warner, & Patrick Vincent pending the completion of a medical exam, a Cori check and a 90 day probation period.    The Board reviewed and discussed the pay schedule for the new employees. A motion was made, seconded to hire Mr. Warner at a starting rate of $15.50 per hour (to add 50 cents an hour upon the acquiring a hoisting license) and Mr. Vincent a starting rate of $16.00 per hour; a one (1) month review by the Board and the Highway Superintendent, then after 90 days a review by the Board and the Highway Superintendent with the employee.

The Board briefly discussed a small increase for Mr. Krom since he has been a faithful worker for the past eight years and from time to time acted as the foreman when the Highway Superintendent has been absent.  The Board decided that they would offer Mr. Krom paid time off instead of a pay increase since it would not be fair to the rest of the Town’s employees.


Mr. Alvin Stalker appeared before the Board to review and discuss the charging fees for the disposal of bulky items at the Transfer Station beginning November 1st.   Items that would be included were sofas, mattresses, cabinets, and recliners.  The Board will review the costs of hauling more with Roger Levine, Solid Waste Co-coordinator, before setting up a fee schedule.

It was noted that the Board would like to have a deadline of October 15th to have everything complete and filed with the Assessors' to complete the Re-cap for FY11.


It was noted the Board still have not received any answers for their written questions to Mr.  Kapinos and it has been almost a year.  A notice to the Assessors that the Board would like their questions answered as soon as possible.  


The hiring for a Part-time Grader Operator for the Highway Department was put on hold until the next meeting.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 4:20 PM.
