Minutes of October 4, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:300 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of September 27th were accepted as prepared.


Mr. James Mullen appeared before the Board to discuss Old North Road.  Mr. Mullen stated that he has lived on that road since 1992 and was told by the building inspector that the Old North Road was a town road; but, that he has been maintaining it since.  Prior Boards of Selectmen and Highway Superintendents have told him they would not do any maintenance work on the road.  Mr. Mullen states that he has invested a considerable amount of money and time on the road and is proud of the work he has done.  Mr. Mullen stated that he had called the police on September 18th when the motorcycle rodeo was going through because one of the riders was on his property and would not leave.  Mr. Mullen stated that he was told by the Police Officer that the Old North Road is a town road therefore, Mr. Mullen would like the Town to take over the maintenance of the road just like all the other town roads.  The Board advised that Town records do show Old North Road as a town accepted road and will have the Highway Superintendent view the road and report back to the Board as what is needed to bring the road up to standards.  The Board will notify Mr. Mullen after the Highway Superintendent reports back and further discuss the needs of the road. 
Mr. Nathaniel Yohalem, member of the Finance Committee, appeared before the Board to suggest that a representative from the Town be in contact with Berkshire Taconic Foundation to see what grants are available.  The Committee believes that if Taconic Foundation is contacted it would better if the person were representing the Town.  Ms. White suggested asking Mrs. Louise Yohalem if she would be interested in this project.
The Board discussed and set the Trick or Trick hours for October 31st 5:00 PM – 7:00 PM.

The Board will meet with the Personnel Policy Committee on October 18th at 6:00 PM to review and discuss the revised policy.

Ms. White stated that Barbara Marchione had called the Selectmen’s office before the meeting and stated that her request for a second opinion had been denied and that her physical therapy has been cancelled.  Mr. Loring stated that Mrs. Marchione told him that she was going to switch to the Town's Police & Fire Coverage instead of the Workers Compensation Policy.  Chairman Loring advised that he will speak with Mrs. Marchione to see what the problem is.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 6:57 PM.
