Minutes of November 1, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of October 25th were accepted as amended.


It was noted that the Board needed to schedule an employee review with the Highway Superintendent to discuss the progress of a new employee.  The Board will have a work meeting next Monday, November 8th at 6 PM with the Highway Superintendent for the review of an employee.

The Board was informed of that the Classification Hearing has been scheduled for November 22nd in order to set a tax rate.


The Board reviewed and discussed the bids for the highway materials.  Mr. Loring advised that he had spoken with the Mr. Wilkinson regarding how his firm measuring the ton prices.  He was informed that Joe Wilkinson Excavating was in the process of pricing a scale for their loader. A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the bids (Copy attached) for the pick up  of Highway Materials from Wilkinson Excavating, Inc excluding the winter sand and Top Soil. 

The Board inquired the Highway Superintendent as to his opinion on the seasonal help for the winter.  Mr. Marks advised that he does not see a need for seasonal help in the winter as it was hard to find work for the person last winter and he would prefer seasonal help in the spring/summer.  The Board will inform the applicants that the position is on hold until spring.


The Board reviewed and discussed with Highway Superintendent the recent dismissal of a highway employee who was still on 90 day probation.  It was suggested that the Board should vote to confirm the action to dismiss an employee.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted (2-1) to confirm the dismal a highway employee.  It was noted that Tara White voted not to confirm.

The Board reviewed a memo from the Town Clerk regarding an update on appointed officials who have been sworn into office.


The Board noted that the new ambulance is to arrive November 6th.  The Board advised that both new and old ambulances should be insured until such time as the old one is taken out of service and claimed for the trade-in and the new one is officially accepted and put into service. 
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:10 PM.
