Minutes of September 29, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the September 22nd meeting were waived until next week.


Mr. David Herrick appeared before the Board to discuss producing a label for water/wine bottles which he would like to request the use of the new flag of New Marlborough for the 250th anniversary.  Mr. Herrick is not sure of the total cost of the project but his intent is to turn back $2.00 from the sale of each bottle of wine sold to the 250th Anniversary Committee.  The Board advised that it had no objection to the project.


 It was noted that the Board had interviewed Mr. Ned Wilson regarding a vacancy on the Conservation Commission.  After discussion a motion was made; seconded and so voted to appoint Mr. Ned Wilson as a member to the Conservation Commission until June 30, 2009.
The Board noted it had received a recommendation from the Town Clerk to appoint Tammy Lane to the Board of Registrars. She advised the Board that the Registrars needed to have 3 members plus the Town Clerk.   A motion made; seconded and so voted 2-0 to appoint Mrs. Tammy Lane as a Registrar.  It was noted that Mr. Davis refrained from voting.

Mr. Alvin Stalker, Transfer Station Attendant appeared before the Board to advise that a person in town would like to pay to have a 12’X24’ shed installed at no cost to the town at the Transfer Station for the purpose of storing items, for a limited time, that could be recycled.   It was noted that the Board approved the matter but will have to check with Town Counsel to see if town needs accept this offer at a Town Meeting before the project can begin and would like to have Mr. Stalker thank the person for their generous offer of the donation.

Mr. B. Daniel Litchfield, Emergency Management Coordinator appeared before the Board to give them an update.  Mr. Litchfield states that Mr. William Simpson is declining the request of the position of assistant to the Emergency Management Coordinator.  Mr. Litchfield advised that he has order two radios and they will be kept up at the highway department for their use.  The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of a management team and decided to change the name to Public Safety Committee; also reviewed and discussed that Mr. Litchfield has a civil defense radio, which is a base radio and he (Mr. Litchfield) advised that the best place to have it would be at the Highway Department since a majority of the emergency events were highway related.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint the following residents to the Public Safety Committee as per Mr. Litchfield recommendation:  Mr. Chris Boults, Mr. John Hotaling, Mr. Leslie Bush, Mr. Bob Litchfield & Ms. Tara White.  The Board reviewed and discussed the Emergency Management trailers at the Highway Garage, it was decided that the Wells Fargo Trailer would be used for storage of emergency supplies and the other one will be offered back to Mr. Paul Harvey if he declined the Town would dispose of as surplus equipment. 

Mr. Owen Hoberman inquired as to the status of the lawsuit against Sheffield regarding the school assessment issue.  Chair advised that he was waiting for a call back from the attorney as to the court date.

The Board reviewed and discussed the two bids for propane; one from Ormsbee Gas Company and the county bid by Osterman Propane.  A motion was made; seconded and so voted to accept the bid from Ormsbee Gas Company, Inc or .4199 cents above the posted Selkirk price.
The Board reviewed and discussed the bids for heating oil and diesel fuel. A motion was made; seconded to accept the County Bids from Brown Oil Company for the 2008/2009 season.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
