Minutes of November 3, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the October 27th meeting were accepted as corrected.

The Board discussed and reviewed the two quotes for a new highway truck; one with a lease to purchase option to from Ford Motor Credit and the other from MHQ for a straight purchase.  The Board would like Mr. Gilpatric to get more detail specifications for the Ford Motor Credit quote.  Mr. Loring advised that he got a verbal quote of $36,900 from another Ford Dealer and will check further about a written quote from a 2nd Ford Dealer .

The Board reviewed and discussed setting up a meeting with Special Counsel regarding the school assessment method.   The Board agreed to meet with counsel on November 12th at 1:00 PM.


Ms. White, Accounting Officer stated that per MGL Chapter 44, Section 53 1/2 the Town, through its Board of Selectmen, may accept the donation of the shed for the transfer station.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the generous offer to supply the Town with a recycling shed at the transfer station. 

The Board reviewed and discussed holding an exit audit meeting with the Auditor, Finance Committee, Accounting Officer and Assessors.  It was decided to meet on November 13th at 5:30 PM. 

It was noted that a voice message had been left with the new representative from SEA, Mr. Doug Reed requesting a meeting with the Board as soon as possible.

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of regarding the 911 coordinator position; it was noted that no one has responded any previous ads; that Mr. Carmody had shown interest in the position back in September so the Chair had asked him if he was still interested to submit a proposal for the position.  Mr. Carmody has submitted a proposal that included a salary based on two hours per week at $32.50 per hour for the sum of $3,380.00 a year; mileage reimbursement of 20 miles per week at $.585 per mile equals $608.40; and projected training requirements that would include travel & expenses totaling $400.00 to bring a total sum $4,388.40 for a full year.  The Board will request that Mr. Carmody attend next weeks meeting to discuss this issue further.

It was noted that the Board had received notification that Pat Mielke had recently recertified as a Certified Massachusetts Treasurer.  A letter of appreciation would be drafted from the Board to be sent to Ms. Mielke.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:10 PM.
