Minutes of October 20, 2008

The Meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of the October 6th meeting were accepted as prepared.

Mr. Roger Levine, Solid Waste Coordinator appeared before the Board to present them with a report of four items: 

1.  He advised them that the five year contract for the hauling of waste will be up in July 2009 
and that he will solicit bids for a new contract.


2.  He advised that the MRF program for recycling may change the program to put all 
recyclables into one container rather than the two we are using now and if it is done he will be 
recommending that we look into compacting the recyclables as well.  He will keep the Board 
informed on this  matter.


3.  He advise that the annual inspection was done and that the Town received a good report 
with only 2 minor complaints (posting of a sign and repair of the door on one of the containers)


4.  He advised that some residents had voiced concern about not being able to easily and safely 
dispose of their paper due to the height of the container and that since it might be possible that 
we would be reconfiguring the handling of this material in July 2009 and suggested that a 
temporary wooden platform could be looked into to handle this concern.

The Board thanked Mr. Levine and advised that he should look into whether building or seeing if a commercial platform would be more economical.


Ms. Christina Proper from Richmond Networx appeared before the Board to discuss the T-1/phone line issues that the Town has been having (Verizon did not have a representative available to appear).  Ms. Proper stated the following:
a.  That Richmond Networx is responsible to the Town since we are their customer. 

b.  Richmond Networx does have a good working relationship with Verizon.

c.  Just received today the report from Verizon and believes the trouble is that Verizon is working 
  a lot around New Marlborough updating the lines in this area and possible inadvertently hit 
  the lines for the Town.

d.  Richmond Networx will have a representative meet with Verizon to view the lines.

e.  Richmond Networx would like to take a couple of lines of the T-1 line, so if the line goes 
  down a few phones will be able to be used.

f.  Richmond Networx is willing to let the Town out of contract if this problem doesn’t get 
 
  resolved.
g.  Richmond Networx does have a contract with Verizon for the T1 line.


Mr. William Garrett, Tax Collector appeared to stated the problems his office is having when the T-1 line is down and he also mention that the library is very frustrated that they have to continue to turn people down who wish to use the internet example one week line was down 4 days and just last week the line had to be rebooted twice.  Ms. Proper states that Richmond Networx will be more aggressive with Verizon and she will send a progress report for the Board by the end of the week.

The Board briefly reviewed and discussed their interview with Mr. Brian Fahey for the part time police officer position.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted  to hire Mr. Fahey as a new part time police officer for the Town. 
Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief,  appeared before the Board to explain that the text for the alarm bylaw is lost in the computer and  that he is in the process of doing it over and will email a copy to the Board once it is completed.  Mr. Farrell stated that he has used surrounding town’s bylaw as reference.   Mr. Farrell also mentioned  that the trailer will be used for road side clean up this Saturday, October 25th and a girl scout troop would like to use a few supplies Tuesday, October 21st for a clean up to earn a merit badge.  Mr. Lowman asked Mr. Farrell if he has looked into the cross walk at Kolburne School yet.  Mr. Farrell stated  that he will contact the highway superintendent for some assist with this issue.  The Board advised that they have hired Mr. Fahey has the  new part time police officer.

The Board reviewed and discussed the Highway Materials bids for FY2009.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the bids as follows:

Mr. Peter Scala appeared before the Board to state that he has responded to the Board letter which was sent to him.  It was noted that the Board would review his letter.
The Board briefly discussed the issue of a new highway truck to replace the 1991 GMC which has a blown motor, it was noted that a new truck cannot be purchased with Chapter 90 funds.  Board would like will meet with the highway superintendent at their next meeting to discuss the matter further.

Mrs. Barbara Marchione appeared before the Board regarding preliminary tax bills.  Mrs. Marchione stated that some people have questioned her about the preliminary bill and that some haven’t received a bill yet.  She stated that she would like a notice posted explaining the preliminary billing. Mr. Garrett commented that the DOR states that the Town can send bills without setting a tax rate and the second bill is the actual bill.  Mr. Garret also stated that a letter was sent out with each tax bill about the preliminary bills and if there was any questions to please call the Tax Collector's office or the Assessor's office.  Mr. Charles Parton stated that Mr. Garrett had sent an article to the Five Village News about preliminary billing but it has yet to appear in any issues.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
