Minutes of July 13, 2009


The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm; all members were present.


Mr. David Herrick appeared before the Board to discuss the position of a 911 coordinator.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded to appoint Mr. Herrick as the new 911 coordinator.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mr. Glen Murray of Knight Road and Mr. John Moskowitz of Aberdeen Lane appeared before the Board to discuss the roads conditions, especially where the dirt roads meets the paved section and there is a nice sized pothole on the paved section.  They would like to have the Roads assessed.  The Board will inform the interim superintendent of this situation.


Mr. Andrew J. Carlson appeared before the Board has a possible part time police officer.  Mr. Carlson is looking for evening and weekend hours that would be a routine.  The Board will let Mr. Carlson know in about a week after they interview another applicant.


The minutes of June 29th were accepted as corrected.


The minutes of July 6th were accepted as corrected.

Mr. Peter Marks, interim highway superintendent appeared before the Board with a list of items that are needed for the highway department as well as a road project list that needs to be completed.  Discussed accord about the possible of changing the bidding process to a yearly bid instead of a bid per project.  The Board mentions to Mr. Marks the concern of Aberdeen Lane and Knight Road. After much discussion about the roads a motion was made, seconded to declare Sission Hill Road as an emergency.  Motion passed unanimously.
Mr. Ronald VanDeusen appeared before the Board to thank Mr. Peter Marks for his service to the Town.  Mr. VanDeusen states that he saw Mr. Marks out checking roads at 6 AM in the morning and that Mr. Marks cares for the Town.

Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief appeared before the Board to question why stipends pay was held.  Ms.White stated that per Town Counsel that a head of the department should not be signing for his or her own pay as well as one of the department’s heads children’s pay.  Mr. Scala also reaffirms his request for Town Counsel opinion of this decision and the other request for time cards, pay sheets.  Mr. Scala was also questioning about the FEMA money which then brought on some discussion.  The Board informed Mr. Scala that they will get Town Counsel opinions to him.
A motion was made, seconded to have Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief place no parking signs around the meeting house at his discretion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Mrs. Barbara Marchione appeared before the Board to discuss the position of emergency management director.  After a short discussion a motion was made, seconded to appoint Mrs. Marchione has the new emergency management director.  Motion passed unanimously.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
