Minutes of July 27, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The previous minutes were waived.

Mr. Roger Levine, Solid Waste Coordinator appeared before the Board to review the operations at the transfer station.  Mr. Levine suggested that an increase to the permit fee, currently $80.00, to $100.00.  Mr. Levine suggested that since a new contract would be put out to bid within the next six months that a paper compactor should be included in a new contract since the compacting of paper and cardboard would greatly reduce the number of pulls of full boxes and result in savings on the pulling fees.  He also suggested that a stricter enforcement of the disposal of building material and the collecting of a $25.00 fee, possibly tickets being sold at the Town Hall and turned in at the Transfer Station.  Also he suggested that the Board consider imposing a fee to every household and business for the use of the Transfer Station; he estimated that it is about $75.00 and it would eliminate it from the tax levy.
 The Board would take his suggestions under review.


Mr. Peter Marks, interim Highway Superintendent appeared before the Board to discuss and review drainage proposals for Norfolk, Sission Hill, at the intersection with Mill River Great Barrington Road, and upper Sission Hill Road.  It was also noted that the 4900 Highway Truck is still being worked on.

The Board briefly reviewed and discussed the matter of beavers on Leffingwell Road price of $2705.00.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to call Beaver Solutions to install a beaver control device on Leffingwell Road at a cost of $2,705.00.  


The Board reviewed and discussed outstanding issues with Litchfield Ford and Springfield Mack.  The Board would like Town Counsel to send a letter to Springfield Mack immediately and the outstanding invoice from Litchfield Ford is paid.   

Mr. Dave Herrick, 911 Coordinator, appeared before the Board to advise that he has received most of the items from the prior coordinator but still needs a power cord and a distant measure tape.  He was advised that it would look into purchasing a new power cord and he could borrow one of the Highway Department's tapes.

Mr. Davis informed the rest of the Board that Mr. Farrell had called him and would not be attending the meeting but if any member had any questions regarding the traffic hearing regarding regulations after they reviewing the document to give Mr. Farrell a call.


Mr. Keith Wilkinson appeared before the Board to state that the road condition on Canaan Valley Road is in bad condition and wonders when the highway will work on that road.


A motion was made, seconded and so voted to enter into executive session for the purpose of discussion of the Highway Superintendent returning to work.  A roll call vote was called by the Chair as follows:  Mr. Davis – Yes, Mr. Loring – Yes, Ms. White – Yes   It was noted that the Board would return to open session upon completion of the Executive Session.


The Board reconvened in open session at 7:30 PM.


The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of traffic directional signs and the white ladder signs.

The Chair advised that Mr. James McGary is available for the mediation with Mr. Peter Scala and that he would make the necessary arrangements for the session.  
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:40 PM.
