Minutes of August 24, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The minutes of August 10th meeting were accepted as prepared.


The minutes of August 19th meeting were accepted as corrected.


Mr. Robert Gilpatric, Highway Superintendent appeared before the Board to review and discuss current ongoing projects. He advised that the replacement of a retention wall on Clayton Mill River Road and the construction of two new cross culverts on Sission Hill Road will need property owners to provide a easements so the projects may proceed.  It was noted that easements will be created as soon as Town Counsel submits templates.  He further advised that Route 57 needs to be patched and the intersection at Sisson Hill and Great Barrington Road will be paved,  Shea Lane will be re-graded and paved.  Also reviewed and discussed guard rails for Hadsell Street and Keys Hill Road at an estimated cost of $1,398.00 and $1,580.00, respectfully; also reviewed what needs to be done for Adsit Crosby and Hayes Hill Roads and that Rhoades & Bailey needs some culvert work to be done.  It was noted that a surplus property list needed to be drawn up and submitted to the Board for review.

Ms. Sara Kiesel, property owner at 109 Mill River Great Barrington Road,  appeared before the Board to discuss the issue of storm water runoff always going into her driveway.  The Board will have the Highway Superintendent review site to see what can possible be done.


Board  endorses an essay contest happening this fall and sponsored by MIIA for 6th graders.


 A motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint Mr. Alan Lombardi to the Cultural Council for one year.  

The Board reviewed and discussed  the possibility of having written evaluation done for town employees.


Mr. Farrell, Police Chief, appeared before the Board to review and discuss Police Department policies and his recommendation for  stop signs and street lights.  Mr. Farrell will contact Mass Highway to have traffic surveys done.  He advised the Board that the shed for equipment should be delivered this week.  The Board reviewed and discussed the Traffic Detail Policy, Mr. Farrell will email the corrections to the Admin. Assistant for the Board to sign at their next meeting.  

The Board reviewed and discussed need for more street signage in town.


The Board announced it would have an executive session work meeting with the Fire Chief this Thursday, August 27th at 5:00 PM.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 8:30 pm.
