Minutes of September 14, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of August 28th were accepted as corrected.


Mr. Robert Litchfield and Mr. Edward Harvey, First Responders, appeared before the Board to advise that there is a problem with the engine in the ambulance, that it has been sent to Berkshire GMC for repair and that Southern Berkshire Ambulance Squad would be covering for New Marlborough while the ambulance is down.  They further advised that the First Responders would like to request a new ambulance at the Annual Town Meeting.  They have been checking with five different manufactures looking at things like an all wheel vehicle, safety of the vehicle, and maintenance of the vehicle.  They have formulated general guidelines but will continue to work on exact specifications for a bid for a new vehicle and that they will keep the Board  informed of the status of  rescue one.

The Board reviewed and discussed current highway work/equipments projects.


Ms. White informed the Board that the Town had been awarded another grant for the beaver deceiver installation.


Mr. Bruce Poor appeared before the Board concerning the possibility of  access to the river from his property and the installation of a dry hydrant.   Mr. Loring advised that he had reviewed the site but will need to have Chief Scala to also review the site.  Mr. Poor stated that he will pay to have the dry hydrant installed and will donate some fill for the new fire house.


The Board reviewed and discussed the winter contractors  and highway materials bids before they are advertised.


The Board noted that a swale was put across the driveway on the Kiesel property on Mill River Great Barrington Road to prevent runoff water going onto Kiesel property.

Mr. Alvin Stalker, Transfer Station Attendant, appeared before the Board to request the possibility of changing the days opened at the Transfer Station for the winter season.  Mr. Stalker suggested being opened  Friday – Sunday instead of Wednesday, Saturday and Sunday.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to change the open days of the Transfer Station for the winter to Fridays – Sundays starting November 15th.  


Mr. Charlie Parton of the  5 Village News  inquired about what has happened with the mediation with Chief Scala.  Mr. Davis advised that the biggest problem is trying to overcome the different personalities, and that both the Board and Mr. Scala each are now formulating a list of five items to go over soon to try to resolve the problems.

The Board briefly discussed the possibility of paving the hills and other troubled areas on the dirt roads as a way to save the expense of fixing them each time it storms.


The Board announced that they would be going into Executive Session to discuss the negotiations regarding the Regional School Agreement and would not be coming back to regular open meeting session.


A motion was made, seconded and so voted to review and discussing the negotiations regarding the School Agreement and that the Board would not be returning to open session.  A roll count was called:  Mr. Davis – yes, Ms. White – yes, Mr. Loring – yes.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn the Open Meeting at 7:30 PM.
