Minutes of September 28 2009


The meeting was opened at 5:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of September 21st were accepted as corrected.


The Board reviewed and discussed the specifications given by the interim Highway Superintendent, Peter Marks, for the 7300 truck; a few of the items on the spec list will not be done at this time due to costs.  The Board would like to request that the specs be redone and resubmitted.  The Board reviewed and discussed the issue with the F350, which has a blown motor, it was decided that it be placed on the surplus list.  The Board is concerned  that all the equipment seems to have been neglected and with a new Highway Superintendent in place the matter should be corrected.  The Board reviewed and discussed the project for Clayton Mill River Road  retention wall repair.  It was noted that an easement was out to be signed and that bids are being solicited and that the Chairman had contacted Mr. Weigle to have him be on the lookout for a surplus military vehicle for the Highway Department 

Ms. Prudence Spaulding appeared before the Board with a proposal to fix the basement wall at the Town Hall.  Ms. Spaulding thinks that this project can be done by volunteer’s in four hour blocks with the guidance of Mr. Thomas Carmody.  The Board is willingly to explore this project to see if it is feasible; the Board will have Mr. Skorput speak with Town Counsel on this subject to make sure it is in compliance with all laws.

Mrs. Barbara Marchione, Emergency Management Director appeared before the Board to request that the Board reaffirms that the Town accepts NIMS.  Mrs. Marchione also would like a list compiled of names and what NIMS training they have completed.  The Board suggests that Mrs. Marchione check with the Town Treasurer, Ms. Mielke, for any possible training certificates in personnel records.  After discussion with Mrs. Marchione a motion was made, seconded and so voted to affirm that New Marlborough adopts NIMS compliance. Motion passed unanimously.


Ms. White informed the Board that Mr. James Koneazny is interested in repairing and paying for the railing on the Campbell Falls Road bridge.  Mr. Koneazny has a friend who would do the work.  The Board thinks that this is a nice donation to the Town and Mr. Davis will speak with Town Counsel for his opinion on this matter.

A motion was made, seconded to enter into executive session to discuss the school negotiations and Board would not be coming back into regular session.  A roll count vote was called for Mr. Davis – yes, Ms. White – yes, Mr. Loring – yes.  Motion passed unanimously.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
