Minutes of October 26, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of October 19th were accepted as corrected.


The Chair briefly discussed the status of the Regional School Agreement Committee with the Board.

Mr. James Thompson appeared before the Board to discuss having another bicycle race on June 6, 2010.  The race will begin in Colebrook, CT and enter into New Marlborough utilizing Routes 183 and 57.  Mr. Thompson gave an overview of the route of travel, advised that he will provide a certificate of insurance and that he needs written approval to hold the race from the Board.  Mr. Thompson stated that he was sent a bill of $245.00 for last years race by Chief Farrell for police coverage and asked that it be waived.  Chief Farrell advised that if Mr. Thompson doesn’t pay the bill then he will have to charge the police expense budget.  Mr. Farrell noted  that he did not have any problems with the race in general other than better communication.  The Board will take the issue of payment under advisement.

Mrs. Patricia Maloney & her son, Paul, appeared before the Board regarding brush cutting on their property located on Norfolk Road.  Mr. Maloney stated that he believed that the intended cutting would be in to far on his property located at the intersection of Canaan Southfield and Norfolk Road.  Chief Farrell advised that he has a Massachusetts Highway Traffic Engineer is scheduled to view a few intersection locations on Tuesday, October 27th and that intersection would be one of the intersections to be looked at.  Highway Superintendent, Peter Marks, advised that he had met with Paul Maloney to discuss the issue and believed they had worked out a solution subject to a review by the Engineer from Mass Highway tomorrow.   The  Board will take the matter under advisement pending the review by the Mass Highway Engineer.

Mr. Loring informed the Board that he had received call from Mr. Ted Shmulsky of Adsit Crosby Road regarding a neighbor dispute concerning water runoff  onto his property.  A letter will be sent  stating that the that the Board believes the matter to be a private issue and should not get involved in a neighbor dispute.


It was noted by the Chair that the Board would need to discuss salary issues regarding the hiring of a new Highway Superintendent and advised that he would entertain a motion to go into Executive Session for those discussions.  At 7:15 pm a motion was made, seconded and so voted to go into Executive Session to discuss Salary for a new Highway Superintendent and the Board would not be returning to an open meeting.   A roll count was called for and received as follows: Lawrence H. Davis III - yes; Charles M. Loring III- yes; Tara B. White - yes.
