Minutes of November 16, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present.


The meeting minutes of November 9th were accepted as corrected.


The Board reviewed and discussed the issue of the outside lights not being on at the highway Garage. and think it was suggested that it could be a faulty switch problem and an electrician would be contacted to check on the matter.


Ms. White inquired if there were any more developments with the telephone situation yet  It was noted that no reply from Town Counsel had been received as of yet.  Ms. White also inquired as to if there was any progress on obtaining a scanner/radio for the Town Hall.  It was noted that nothing had been secured yet.


The Board reviewed and discussed the bids for surplus equipment bids for the following:  sidewinder, tractor with bar, ford truck, York rake, generator, and plow.  Since the bid was considered too low a hold was placed on the bid for the sidewinder while awaiting advice from Town Counsel.  Also placed on hold was the bid for the snow plow as it was erroneously placed out with the other equipment.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the bid of $525.00 from Norm Hankey for the tractor; the bid of $2,501.00 from Timothy R. Hansen for the Ford Truck; the bid of $226.05 for the York Rake from Ed Riiska Jr. and the bid of $98.50 from a Alan Havill for the Generator. 

The Board received a letter of resignation from Mr. Carl Van Deusen, Assistant Wiring Inspector.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept Mr. Van Deusens' resignation with regrets and send him a letter to thank him for his service to the Town.  


The Board reviewed and discussed a letter that will be sent to Representative Oliver’s Office regarding Hatchery Road.  A few revisions were made and the Board will come back later in the week to sign the revised letter. 

It was noted that the Planning Board requests the Board has if has any comments concerning the Master Plan Packet sent to them that they forward to the Planning Board as soon as possible.

Mrs. Barbara Marchione, Emergency Management Director appeared before the Board to discuss an issue regarding flaggers.  Mrs. Marchione states that the flaggers have completed courses that were required by the State, but there seems to be some confusion now between the flaggers and her about her being their supervisor as it was with a prior Emergency Management Director.  The Board will draft a letter to the current flaggers to hopefully resolve this issue.

Mr. Scott Farrell, Acting Police Chief appeared before the Board regarding completing an update to the detail policy, which he had emailed to all three selectmen for there review.  Mr. Farrell would like to attend next weeks meeting to discuss the policy with the Board and come to agreement that they all could agree upon.  Mr. Farrell also requests that he would like the Board to hire Mr. Graham Frank as another part time police officer.  Ms. White questioned what hours are the current part time officers working.  Mr. Farrell said that one works three nights a week and the other 1 to 2 mornings a week and he works on the weekend, but would like to have an officer on duty for daytime hours.  A meeting with Mr. Franks would be arranged for next week.

The Board voted to allow the Town Employees, if they so choose, take the Friday after Thanksgiving as a floating holiday, personal day or vacation day.

Mr. Loring stated that in order to keep receiving federal grant money that the town is responsible for completing an audit.  The Board will look into having an audit done.

The Board reviewed a letter from Palmer Sheldon regarding their property along County Road and the repair of the drainage that runs across their property.  The Board will look into the matter further and reply back as to the options to correct the problem.

The Board will ask to meet with Mr. Graham Frank at 5 PM for the position of a part time police office and meet with Mr. Peter Scala, Fire Chief at 5:30 PM.

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:50 PM.
