Minutes of December 14, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 pm; all members were present. 

The minutes of December 7th were accepted as read with corrections. 

The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of repairs needed for the Highway Garage roof.  Since Forish is not returning calls to estimate cost of damage and to discuss the issue of coverage under the warranty the Board will start sending letters once a week.  The Board noted that the outside lights are now working at the Highway Garage.


Mr. Alan Lombardi, Chair of the New Marlborough 250th Anniversary Celebration Committee, appeared before the Board with a finally report.  Mr. Lombardi stated that there are no outstanding bills to be paid and the only contracts open are with Verizon and National Grid which now have to be terminated now that the banners are down.  Mr. Lombardi also said that the last page of the report includes a resignation of all the 250th committee members appointed.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted 2-0 (Ms. White recused from voting) to accept, with regrets, the resignation and a thank you on a job well done.

Ms. White mentioned that the New Marlborough Village Association would like to request that if it storms on December 19th could the Town plow and sand for the caroling event scheduled for 5:30 PM.  The Board had no problem with the request and would inform the Highway Superintendent of the request.

The Board asked that Mr. Maurice Brazie attend their next meeting to review and discuss the lease of the property for the Transfer Station.


The Board reviewed and discussed the matter of the attorney Megan Sullivan regarding engineering firm of SEA and its contract with the Town.  It was noted that Mr. Skorput will follow up with a phone call to Ms. Sullivan and the Chair will follow up with Forish. Also that Louise Yohalem had completed the Energy Grant will be sending it out soon. 

Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:20 PM.
