Minutes of December 21, 2009


The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present. 

The minutes of December 14th were accepted with two (2) additions. 

The Chair advised the Board that the roof at the Highway Department Garage had been fixed by Forish and is in excellent shape.  The Chair mentions that there are still two (2) banner fixtures that need to be removed on the New Marlborough Monterey Road.  Members from the 250th Anniversary Celebration and the Highway Department will remove them.


The Board also noted that they have not heard from Megan Sullivan yet regarding SEA.

Mr. Maurice Brazie appeared before the Board regarding the renewal of the lease for the Transfer Station.  Mr. Brazie states that there has been no problems and does not see that there needs to be any changes done at the Transfer Station and advises that the attendants are doing a great job.  Mr. Brazie advises the Board that he is asking that the yearly rental for the property be raised $1,000.00.  It was noted that in order that the lease be in sync with the fiscal year that the lease should be for a period of six (6) months after which the lease to be renewed for one year.  After review and discussion, a motion was made, seconded and so moved to renew the lease for the Transfer Station property for six (6) months with a $1,000.00 yearly raise on the rent and thereafter for a period of one year. 

Mr. Owen Hoberman mentioned to the Board that the Cultural Council would like to use the Great Hall to have an event in March either on the 13th or the 20th and the event would be potluck and some kind of entertainment.  Mr. Hoberman will keep the Board informed on the status of this event after the Council's January meeting.


The Board briefly noted that they are still waiting to hear from Representative Oliver’s office regarding Hatchery Road.


The Board reviewed and discussed the proposal received for the installing a base radio and antenna at the Town Hall for $1,233.95.  It was noted that the Board will either wait for Annual Town meeting or a Special Town meeting for funding the project.


Mr. Charles Parton inquired about the Board's opinions/thoughts regarding Charter Schools.  The Board advised that they are still reviewing information and they are not ready to make a statement at this time.

The Board was informed that budget request forms have been sent out to all departments and should begin to be received by the Finance Committee on January 8th and that information that was needed by MIIA has been sent regarding damages to one of the Highway trucks.


The Board received a complaint regarding the Town’s website not being updated on a regular basis.  The Board advised that they are in the process of soliciting proposals to redo the Town’s web site, hopefully funding at either a Special or Annual Town meeting.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:05 PM.
