Minutes of August 9, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; members present were Charles Loring & Tara White.

The minutes of July 26th meeting were waived.

Mr. Brian Domina, of BRPCA appeared before the Board to discuss and review the hazard mitigation plan being done by Berkshire Regional Planning Commission.  Mr. Domina advised that in 2008 Massachusetts received from FEMA a grant and that19 communities’ signed up for upgrading both a regional and local Hazardous Mitigation Plan. Mr. Domina gave an overview of what has been done so far and what will be needed to complete the project.   Mr. Domina advised that completed plans would take about two years.  The Board advised that a local Hazardous Mitigation Plan was needed as soon as possible and had hired someone to complete such a plan.  The Board advised Mr. Domina to contact Emergency Management Director, Barbara Marchione, to meet with the Town's grant writer and assist him as much as possible.

A Pole hearing was opened at 6:45 PM for the relocation and setting of new poles for both National Grid and Verizon along the Hartsville Mill River Road.  A representative from National Grid answered some questions by two of the abutters who advised the Board that they had no objections.  Being that there were no objections a motion was made, seconded and so voted by roll call vote;  Charles M. Loring, III - Yes;  Tara B. White - Yes, to allow the relocation of one pole, the installation of one new pole along the Hartsville Mill River Road and the installation of any wires by National Grid and Verizon.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to close the hearing.

The Board inquired on the status of Clayton Mill River Road paving project From Highway Superintendent Mr. Peter Marks.  Mr. Marks advises that today they have completed paving the intersections along the roadway and would begin paving the main roadway tomorrow.


Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:10 PM.
