Minutes of October 18, 2010

The meeting was opened at 6:30 PM; all members were present.

The meeting minutes of October 4th were accepted as amended.


Mr. David Herrick, 911 Coordinator, appeared before the Board to discuss the enhanced 911 system.  The purpose of the system is to have a community wide data base of residents that in, case of an emergency, may be identified as having special needs and even if they cannot speak the dispatch center can identify them for an emergency response. He advised that it would be a voluntary sign up and there will not be any additional cost.  There will be a form for residents to register and the Board will have to endorse in order for it to go into effect.  A motion was made, seconded, and so voted to have the 911 Coordinator pursue the matter for the Town.


Mr. Tim Newman of the Technology Committee appeared before the Board with an update regarding the Wired West Program.  He advised the Board that Wired West is attempting to have all the members adopt the MGL to authorize the Town to create an Municipal Lighting Plant this would allow the Town to join the Co-op being set up to run the broadband system in the County.  He further advised that seven (7) towns have already endorsed this so far, and that the Town would need to have 2 town meetings to approve with a 2/3 approval vote.  The Board advised that it will look further into the matter to have a Special Town Meeting and place an article on the Annual Town Meeting Warrant.  

Scott Farrell, Police Chief, appeared before the Board regarding appointment of a part-time police officer.  The Board stated that they have no problems with moving forward on the appointment.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to appoint David Monahan as a Part-time Police Officer. 

Mr. Davis inquired about a list of appointed officials.  It was noted that the Board still needed to meet with the Accounting Officer and fill vacant positions on the Planning Board and Conservation Commission.

The Chair advised that he had met with Mrs. Julie Hannum regarding a possible joint meeting with the Sheffield Board to see if there is any interest in having some joint boards/committees.  The Board would be interested in meeting with Sheffield Board and the Chair would pursue the matter.

It was noted the written answers to the questions by the Board to Paul Kapinos had been received.


The Board will review the Highway Heavy Equipment and Materials bids revisit the matter at next week's meeting to make a decision.


The Board received a letter from Elise Richman who would like to maintain the green in Southfield for free in exchange for putting up a sign for her business.  The Board will review this matter next week.


A question was asked on the status of Hatchery Road, did the Town already receive funding.  The Board stated that they have received local and regional approval for the funding but are still waiting for final approval from Washington, DC.
Being that there was no further business to be brought before the Board a motion was made, seconded and so voted to adjourn at 7:35 PM.
