And that Mr. Joe Wilkinson will bring a small excavator to scoop up the silt and load it into a dump truck and haul it off site.  After completed the wooded areas will be mulched and the vegetated wetland areas will be seeded and mulched.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that the plan is to start the cleanup next week.  Ms. Boomsma also mentioned that the flow will go thru the pipe into a standing are – not the river – directly board – not matter which way the water is going to flow.  Ms. Boomsma also mentioned that hay bales will be installed and stay in place for the winter.  Mr. Gourevitch stated that the area is dry today.  Ms. Boomsma presented the commission with a revised restoration plan.
