Old business:

Enforcement Order:  Gourevitch – 98 Lumbert Cross Road.  Present was property owner Mr. Marc Gourevitch.  Mr. Gourevitch updated the commission on the status of the restoration plan.  Mr. Gourevitch mentioned at the end of October the overflow was plugged and a permanent place for the over flow of water to go to will be in place by doing a drilled line horizontal (for the pipe).  And the next step will be the clean up.  Mr. Gourevtich stated that Wilkinson has concern about the erosion underneath area since heavy equipment will be used.  Mr. Gourevitch also mentioned that the water is crystal clear.  It was noted that this case will continue until the mitigation is completed along with a site visit.
