Conservation Commission – August 30, 2014 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson and Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 9:11 AM.

Meeting minutes of July 26th 2014 were accepted as amended.

A motion was made, seconded and so voted to re-open the Highway Department Hearing.
New Marlborough Highway Department Hearing:  Present for this continued hearing was Mr. Charles Loring, Highway Superintendent.  Property location is Brewer Hill Road.  Applicant filed a NOI for the purpose of headwall repair of culvert outlet structure including channel protection.  After a very brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application per plan.  It was noted that the file number was received from DEP.
Combs Hearing:  Present for this hearing was property owner Mr. Lonn Combs & Ms. Rona Easton.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of relocation of existing bulkhead, construction of underground electrical distribution line, relocation of gravel driveway and new car port.  Property location is 136 Adsit Crosby Road.  Mr. Combs & Ms. Easton reviewed the site plans with the commission – discussed that all material will be used and no material will be brought unto the site.  Mr. Combs also mentioned that minimal site work will be done.  Motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as per plan.
New business:

Project work was not completed in the time needed for the emergency permit that was issued for 37 Mill River Great Barrington Road.  DEP suggested that a plan be done on how the bank is going to be stabilized.  Property owners will either have completed a NOI or request a new emergency permit.
An emergency permit was issued to Berkshire Natural Resource Council for Steeple top Road.  Issue was beaver dam threaten road and a property owners well. 

An emergency permit was issued to Ms. Linda Skipper of 39 Hatchery Road.  Issue was removal of large tree on the river bank.

An emergency permit was issued to the Highway Department – Rhoades & Bailey Road.  Issue was the beaver dam broke and unsafe road condition.
The commission reviewed the mail:

a. Northern Woodlands renewal subscription.

b. Project native – fall planting sale.

c. Forest Cutting Plan – Sisson Hill Nominee Realty Trust – Sisson Hill Rd.

No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 10:33 AM.
