Meeting was called to order at 9:03 AM.

Meeting minutes of August 30th 2014 were accepted as prepared.

Dirks/Bakhle Hearing:  Present for this hearing was Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering Inc.  Property location is 111 Cagney Hill Road.  Applicant filed a RDA for the purpose of upgrading a failed septic system. Ms. Boomsma also mentioned that a silt fence will be installed and a small private pond (spring feed) is on the property.   After a very brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2.  
Certificate of Compliance –   Ms. Boomsma, White Engineering Inc was present for this request and wishes to withdrawal this application at this time for 478 Canaan Southfield Road – Bernadini/Margherita.   A motion was made, seconded and so voted to accept the withdrawal.

New business:

Enforcement Order:  Gourevirtch – 98 Lumbert Cross Road.  Present was property owners Mr. Marc Gourevitch & Ms. Sabrina Cherry as well as Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering Inc.    Enforcement order was issued because drilling of a well within the riverfront area of the Umpachene River without filing of a Notice of Intent or Order of Conditions, which resulted in runoff from an overflowing well continuously carrying sediment into adjacent wetlands and river.  The commission and Ms. Boomsma reviewed the letter received from property owner’s lawyer asking for an extension until the next meeting.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that she would like time to have plan ready before any work is happens with the well driller.  Mr. Gourevitch stated that water coming up from well is clean & drinkable.  The issue is water is upcoming and is causing a large amount of sediment and creating a sink hole.  At this time the well will stay in the same location.  The commission stated that if the water is clean and is going into the river it is not an issue.  The need is to stop silt from coming from the well and fill with sand in the ground area around the well.  Original well driller and another driller are working on the case.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that within a few days the commission will be receiving an email containing the plan.  It is possible that a new alternate well will be drilled (not used for drinking).  Hay bales have been installed to assist absorbing the silt.  The commission will be kept informed as well as DEP.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that they have the concept but need details.  It was noted that there will be no permitting – just submitting a restoration plan.
The Commission discussed a failed septic system for 207 Konkapot Road.  Representative would like to request an emergency permit.  The Commission will do a site visit before deciding if what application needs to be filed – RDA or the emergency permit.
The commission reviewed the mail:
