Conservation Commission – October 10, 2015 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, & Dr. John Schreiber.
Meeting was called to order at 9:05 AM.

Meeting minutes of August 29th 2015 were accepted as amended.

Beusman Hearing:  Present for this continued hearing was property owner, Mr. Robert Beusman.   Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of removal of 4-6 hemlock trees. Property location is 813 Canaan Southfield Rd.  It was discussed that the tree closest to the house can be removed and the roots would stay in place.   After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #3 with the conditions being removal of 2/3 trees with one closest to the river not disturbed, mitigation with replanting of native vegetation, and replanting to be done on a 1 to 1 basis.
Ralph Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative Mr. Mike Parsons, of Kelly, Granger, Parsons & Associates.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of capping the existing concrete structure foundation to preserve its integrity.  Property location is 345 Old Hitchcock Rd.  Mr. Parsons mentioned that the property owner has applied for a building permit, but the building inspector requests input from the commission.  It was noted that ply wood would be used for the capping.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so vote to approve this application as a negative #3 with the condition of work outside of this specific RDA requires re-permitting.
New Business:

Ms. Jane Tant appeared before the commission to discuss construction of a single car garage approximate size of 12 x 20.  Ms. Tant mentioned that no trees will be cut down and area now is currently a stone patio and would take up a bit of the patio for the garage.  The commission advises Ms. Tant to consult with an engineer.

Mr. Jason King has called regarding 240 Deerwood Park Road.  There is a dead tree by the river bank area which might possible come down.  John will contact him to discuss the issue of the tree.
Stantec Consulting has requested an amended order of conditions for the Highway Department for Clayton Mill River Road – pre-cast structure – which was filed in 2014.  The commission reviewed the request and agrees that an amended should be completed.  Hearing will be scheduled for next monthly meeting.
John will do a site visit at Berkshire Mountain Spring Water on Norfolk per DEP request.

The commission reviewed mail:

a. Common Ground news letter.
b. Wetlands class 10/29/15 – Forestry Practices, Logging Projects and the Wetlands Protection Act.

c. Received letter and revised map from Mike Parsons regarding 123 Bock Way that states that the commission does not want the large oak tree to be removed.  John has been in contact with property owner Mr. Victor Mulholland and has formally agreed to allow the large oak tree to be removed with further mitigation since it affects the septic system. 
d. Special Permit – G. Belmuth – 204 Norfolk Rd – construction of a barn.     
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 10:05 AM.
