Conservation Commission – February 28, 2015 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson & Dr. John Schreiber.
Meeting was called to order at 8:27 AM.

Meeting minutes of January 31st 2015 were accepted as amended.

Cohen Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mike Parsons, Kelly, Granger, Parsons & Assoc.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of drilling a private well to service the existing house.  Property location is 28 Downs Hill Road.  Mr. Parsons stated that the property owners now have a cesspool and will abandoned and fill it with sand.  Mr. Parsons also mentioned that the property owners have already been to the Board of Health and is working with them.  Mr. Parsons stated that a 2,000 gallon tight tank will be installed, which is made out of concrete and in two pieces and will be set with a crane.  A motion was made, seconded to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #3.
Poindexter Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mike Parsons, Kelly, Granger, Parsons & Assoc.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of drilling a new well to replace existing spring with a 2,000 tight tank.  Property location is 343 East Hill Road.  Mr. Parsons stated that property owners have already been to the Board of Health and received approval.  Mr. Parsons also mentioned that property owners will plant ferns & blueberries bushes.  A motion was made, seconded to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2.
Old Business:
The commission received a reply letter from property owner of 123 Bockway regarding the removal of trees that an anonymous abutter was concern about.  The commission reviewed the letter with Mr. Mike Parsons.  Mr. Parsons stated that the commission will be receiving an application in the near future for this property location and then they can address this issue of tree removal.

Stinson Stroup Hearing:  Present for this continued hearing was representative, Mr. Steve Mack, Foresight Land Service, also present was an abutting property owner Ms. Carolyn Zabonty.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of a single family home and related site work.  Property location is O Hadsell Street.  Mr. Mack stated that he has been working with Ms. Karen Hirschberg, DEP on the comments to which he received for this project.    Mr. Mack submitted a new revised plan which includes adding planting note regarding septic slopes, adding plantings in the abandoned drive and limit of work to not be in the 100’ riverfront area.  The commission and Mr. Mack reviewed the map and plans and email corresponds from Ms. Hirschberg.  Mr. Mack stated that the house will be one floor with 2 bedrooms will have a one car garage connect.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application with the following conditions:  complete planting list to be provided prior to start of construction, per DEP comments, limits of work to be staked out and reviewed prior to commencement of clearing. 

The commission reviewed the mail:

a.  Received via email – water quality certification determination for repair of Clayton Mill River Road.
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 9:26 AM.
