New Marlborough Land Trust Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Ms. Martha Bryan.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of grazing goats to manage invasive species growth in a riverfront area.  The commission completed a site visit with Ms. Bryan prior to the meeting.  Ms. Bryan mentioned that the property is just one acre and will use goats to clean up area for 4 to 5 months.  There will be a temporary fence installed which will be done by hand.  Ms. Bryan also mentioned that the area isn’t endanger of any species.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2.
Old Business:
The commission mentioned that one or more members should view the property on Clayton Mill River Rd for Fainer who filed a RDA and hasn’t filed a NOI as of yet.  Mr. Wilson stated that already has been by the area and no work has happen.
New Business:

Mr. Wilson mentioned that he did an informal site visit on Hadsell Street with a contractor you has a project that is within 100 – 200 ft of the riverfront.  Mr. Wilson suggested a NOI be filed.
