Conservation Commission – April 25, 2015 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber & Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 9 AM.

Meeting minutes of March 28th 2015 were accepted as amended.

Mr. Victor Mulholland of 123 Bockway appeared before the commission per the commission request to discuss tree removal on his property that abutter was concern about.  Mr. Mulholland stated that his lot size is a total of 2 acres and he has taken down 4 trees 150 ft from the river.  Mr. Mike Parson was also present and mentioned that two more trees will need to be removed in the 100 ft.  Mr. Parsons stated that the property currently has a cesspool now and working on a new septic system & leaching field.  The commission stated that before any more work is done on this property to file with the commission.  Mr. Parson mentioned that a RDA is in process and the commission will be receiving it in a month or two.

Shamie/Beusman Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mike Parsons, Kelly, Granger, Parsons, & Assoc as well as property owners Mr. Shamiee and Mr. Beusman.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of installing a new 1,500 gallon septic tank and a new leaching field to replace existing failed system.  Property location is 122 Clayton Mill River Road.  Mr. Parsons mentioned that the new septic system will have a 1500 tank and the grade will be raised and silt fence barrier will be installed.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #5 per septic replacement 10.03 (3) (310 CMR).
LaRose Hearing:  Present for this hearing was property owner, Mr. Richard LaRose.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of removal of pine trees that pose a safety hazard to home and property.  Property location is 194 Canaan Southfield Road.  Mr. LaRose mentioned he is in the process of cleaning the property to make an area for farm animals and have the property safe for his children.  Mr. LaRose also mentioned that there is much debris to be cleaned up and he would like to remove trees along the driveway and house.  Mr. Wilson read DEP comments from regional circuit rider, Mr. Mark Stinson which stated that the scope of alternatives is meaningless in this RDA as no alternatives per 310 CMR 10.58 (4) (c) were included, and no supporting documentation was included for new agriculture.  Mr. Stinson also included that there is no threat to public health or safety and if the trees are in the riverfront area then mitigation would be required which would entail a filing of a NOI.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to make a positive determination #1 which requires a filing of a NOI.
Cohen Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mike Parsons, Kelly, Granger, Parsons, & Assoc as well as property owner, Mrs. Cathy Cohen and contractor Mr. John Wells.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of demolishing existing 2 bedroom cottage and constructing a new residence in approximately the same location.  Property location is 28 Downs Road.  Mr. Parsons mentioned that the applicant has been before the commission for an upgrade with their septic system.  Mr. Parsons also mentioned that project work is in the buffer zone and house will be circled with silt fence.  Abutters from 104 and 106 Downs Road were present in favor of this hearing project since property is in need of cleanup and an eye sore to the area.  The commission reviewed the contractor notes on the map with Mr. Parsons.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this hearing as a negative #3 with the conditions followed per plan submitted.
Potash Hearing:  Present for this hearing was property owner Mr. Frank Potash.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of reconstruct culvert under driveway.  Property location is 143 Brewer Hill Road.  Mr. Wilson read Mr. Stinson comments on this filing which he didn’t receive a copy of the filing but GIS isn’t quite clear where the stream goes under driveway. The commission reviewed the digital map sent by Mr. Stinson for this property.  Mr. Potash stated that he would like to replace and upgrade the culvert.  The new culvert will be an improvement.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #1.
Old Business:
Mr. Friedman completed a site visit with Ms. Shannon Boosma of White Engineering Inc at Lumbert Cross Rd.  Mr. Friedman mentioned that the runoff is clean and area is re-seed – after the seed takes the commission will do another site visit in about 6 -8 weeks.

The commission reviewed the mail:

a. Memo from Interim Administrative Assistant Mr. Joseph Kellogg regarding proper procedures and appropriateness of any candidate or issues on the Town ballot.
b. Foresight Land Service – recorded order of conditions – Stinson Stroup – Hadsell Street.
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 10:33 AM.
