Conservation Commission – May 30, 2015 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber.
Meeting was called to order at 9 AM.

Meeting minutes of April 25th 2015 were accepted as amended.

McIntyre Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mike Parsons, Kelly, Granger, Parsons, & Assoc.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of installing a new septic system to replace the existing failed system.  Property location is 1175 Norfolk Road.  Mr. Parsons mentioned that the new septic system will have a 1000 gallon tank and the existing system that failed will be pumped and filled which happens to be a cesspool.  It was noted that silt fence barrier will be around work area.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #3.
Gourevitch Enforcement Order:  Present was Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering Inc.  Property location is 98 Lumbert Cross Road.  Ms. Boomsma was requesting that the commission sign off on the enforcement order which began in the fall of 2014.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned the flow of water is clean with no sediment which was noticed by the commission at the site visit.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the signing off of the enforcement order.
Bernadini/Margherita:  Present was Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering Inc.  Property location is 748 Canaan Southfield Road.  Applicant is requesting a certificate of compliance.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that all work has been completed which includes the driveway, garage, pool and well.  Ms. Boomsma also mentioned that site is seeded and stabilized.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the certificate of compliance.
Kusnetz:  Present was Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering Inc.  Property location is Route 57.  Applicant is requesting a partial certificate of compliance and extension permit for order of conditions.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that the original NOI was filed in 2005, extension was granted in 2008 by the commission and the DEP and extended the order in 2011 which will expire in 2015.  Extension is for the bridge and driveway which will have a silt fence barrier around the river.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to grant a two year extension which will expire in May, 2017.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the partial certificate of compliance for the construction of the bridge.

No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 9:56 AM.
