Conservation Commission – July 25, 2015 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber and Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 9:30 AM.

Meeting minutes of June 27th 2015 were accepted as amended.

Slingluff/Stuckey Hearing:  Present for this continued hearing was representative, Mr. Rob Hoogs, Foresight Land Services.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of addition to single family house and related site work.  Property location is 260 Hadsell Street.  The commission received response from NHESP and no issues were noted.  Additional native planting will compensate for project work happening.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application per conditions on plan submitted.
Sisson Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Mark Bachetti.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of replacing the water pipe from well to house.  Property location is 191 Mill River Great Barrington Road.  Mr. Bachetti mentioned that the well is a drilled well which is very old – and line is also old.  Mr. Bachetti also mentioned that a silt fence will be installed.  It was noted that all three commission members made a site visit prior to the meeting.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2.

Kropp Amended order of conditions:  Present for this hearing was representative, Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering, Inc.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that the new owners would like to request installing a temporary bridge – like a logging road, since current bridge is not wide enough to get equipment over to build a new house.  Temporary bridge will be made up of oak breams (size of bridge will be 20 wide – 40 long) and once the project is complete the temporary bridge will be taken down.  Mr. Jim Kelly, consulting forester was present on behalf of a concern abutter who has had boundary issues with prior property owners and was concerned about what project work that will be happening.  Mitigation will be 5 to 10 feet on both sides of the bridge with native planting. After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve the amended order of conditions.

Old Business:

The commission received a written notice along with pictures from Ms. Shannon Boomsma, White Engineering, Inc regarding 748 Canaan Southfield Rd – certificate of compliance.  Ms. Boomsma mentioned that vegetation has been established and was inquiring if silt fence can be removed?  The commission reviewed the document from Ms. Boomsma who happened to be present at the meeting and discussed that yes vegetation has been established.  The commission gave Ms. Boomsma the permission to take down the silt fence.
No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 9:55 AM.
