Joint Meeting in Monterey - Conservation Commission – April 12, 2016 
New Marlborough members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber & Ms. Rona Easton.
Members present from Monterey were Co-Chair Mr. Dave Dempsey, Co-Chair Mr. Tim Lovett, Ms. Claudia Crane, Mr. Dennis Lynch, Mr. Pat Edelstein, & Mr. Dominic Stucker. Also present Mr. Mark Stinson, DEP Circuit Rider and members from the Lake Buel District & abutters form both Towns.
Meeting was called to order at 6:10 PM by both the Town of Monterey and the Town of New Marlborough.

Lake Buel District Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Ms.  Emily Stockman, Stockman Associates LLC.  Property location is Lake Buel.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of annual 14 inch drawdown of the Lake Buel.  It was noted that the Monterey Commission & Ms. Easton visit site prior (other NM members visited site a few months prior) to the meeting with Ms. Stockman.  Ms. Stockman mentioned that NHESP sent their comments early this morning.  It was noted that the spill way is in New Marlborough.  Ms. Stockman stated that the drawdown is after November 1st and completed by December 1st, refilled by April 15th.  Wooden boards 7 ½ are currently used in the drawdown – new method will use 3 inches width broad with notches, broad will be place in spillway and will control water flow.  Mr. Wyman resident of New Marlborough concerned about the spillway since it abuts his property he stated that if we get a big storm his property will be rained out (property damage).  Mr. Wyman wonders if drainage work could be done (dredge along the river) to prevent property damage to his property.  Mr. Wyman’s concerns would be addressed some other time in the future – that this NOI that was filed didn’t include dredging.  A resident of Monterey spoke in favor of this application being approved and states that the problem is downstream.   Mr. Stinson mentioned that the area for this project is in the flood plain for both Monterey & New Marlborough.  Mr. Weinstock resident of New Marlborough is also in favor of this application and mentioned that is family has owned the property for 70 years and sediment is running down from Downs Road.  Mr. Weinstock is concerned about the depth of the lake and sediment is a problem for them & wants the Lake Buel District to look into those concerns.  Mr. Nahamias resident of New Marlborough is also concern about the sediment and states that his property has lost 1 ft of depth is the last year due to sediment.  Ms. Pierce resident of Monterey and member of the District mentioned that so much activity happens on the lake with boats that she also is losing property from the sediment.   After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing by both commissions.  A motion was made by Monterey Commission, seconded and so voted to approve this application per plan.  A motion was also made by the New Marlborough Commission to approve this application per plan.

No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 7:15 PM.
