Conservation Commission – April 30, 2016 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber & Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 10:03 AM.

Meeting minutes of March 26th 2016 were accepted as amended.

Meeting minutes of April 12th 2016 were accepted as amended.

Office of Fishing & Boating (Commonwealth of Massachusetts- MA Department of Fish & Game) Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Brett Sherry, Civil Engineer.  Property location is Hotchkiss Road.  Applicant submitted a NOI for the purpose of reconstruction of an existing Public Access Facility boat ramp for Thousand Acre Swamp.  Mr. Sherry mentioned that the original ramp was built in the 1980’s and no changes will be done with the reconstruction only installing new pads, since current pads are heaved.  It was noted that the commission visited the site prior to the meeting.  After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as submitted.         

Schwartzman Hearing:  Present for this hearing was representative, Mr. Owen Wright, Contractor.  Property location is 113 Bock Way Road.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of work within a existing footprint of the building, house electric will be upgraded, exteriors walls and floor to be insulated.  It was noted that the commission made a site visit prior to the meeting.  Mr. Wright mentioned that the owners have worked with the local Board of Health Agent for a new well which has been permitted & approved.   Mr. Wright also mentioned that there will be no change in the foot print and Wilkinson’s will be doing the excavating, dirt will be dug out and removed from site.  After discussion motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #3 with the following conditions – installation of silt fence and hay bales to prevent runoff as needed.  All fill material to be removed from site.
Jaffe Hearing:  Present for this hearing was property owner, Mr. Myron Jaffe.  Property location is 144 Brewer Hill Road.  Applicant submitted a RDA for the purpose of removing dead wood and dead trees from above ground.  Mr. Jaffe mentioned that no stumps or soil work will be happening.  The commission noted that from the site visit prior to the meeting that there were many dead trees on the property.  After a brief discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this application as a negative #2 with no special conditions.

Old Business:

The commission received the revised plan for broadband submitted by contractor, Mr. Adam Chait for 390 Tamaridge Rd – Joffe Hearing that was requested by the commission.
Dr. Schreiber mentioned that the commission checked the regulations with DEP for establishing a Commission Agent and there is no problems since the funds are already in the bank.

New Business:

The commission discussed and completed an enforcement order for 212 East Hill Rd – excavating being done in the riverfront area.

The commission also discussed a possible violation for Adsit Crosby Rd – mowing in the wetlands.  An enforcement order will be completed after more data is received.

No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 11:34 AM.
