Conservation Commission – May 28, 2016 
Members present were Chair Mr. Ned Wilson, Dr. John Schreiber & Mr. Freddy Friedman.
Meeting was called to order at 9:00 AM.

Meeting minutes of April 40th 2016 were accepted as amended.

Lake Buel District Hearing:  Present for this hearing was Mrs. Cathy Hagen on behalf of her husband Peter Hagen.  Property location is Lake Buel.  Applicant requested an extension of order of conditions for the purpose of removal of beaver dams.  Mrs. Hagen extended her husband’s thanks for all of the commission assistance with the other NOI filed for the District.  Mrs. Hagen mentioned that the beavers are causing trouble and are an ongoing problem.  Mrs. Hagen requested to extend the order for 5 years instead of 3 years.  Mr. Brian Fenner will still be doing the trapping.   After discussion a motion was made, seconded and so voted to close this hearing.  A motion was made, seconded and so voted to approve this extension with three years with same conditions as 2013.         

Mr. Ted Shmulsky of 42 Adsit Crosby Road appeared before the commission to discuss an enforcement order that was issued.  Order was issued for mowing the wetland vegetation in a riverfront area.  It was noted that there is an exemption for mowing in the wetlands area but not for this case within flood plain.  The commission reviewed the wetland resources area with Mr. Shmulsky.  Mr. Shmulsky stated that he will not mow in the wetland resources area anymore.  The commission closed this enforcement order and no additional work needs to be completed.
Mr. Shmulsky also mentioned that he has a fire pond on his property and it needs a new well (collar).  It is fed by springs and is now filled with silt.  The commission recommends that Mr. Shmulsky talk with wetland engineer to see what they recommend to be done.

Mr. Friedman recused himself from the discussion and left the meeting.  Mr. Zufer Dervisevic of 212 East Hill Road appeared before the commission to discuss an enforcement order that was issued.  Order was issued for excavation, demolition and burial of demolition debris within the riverfront area.  Dr. Schreiber explained the wetland regulations.  Mr. Wilson explained the process and what permits need to be done.  Mr. Wilson mentioned that what should have happen was a NOI should have been filed, but wasn’t in this case.  Both Mr. Wilson & Dr. Schreiber mention that an engineer needs to come up with a plan to clean the area.  Mr. Dervisevic mentioned that he has a building permit.  The commission mentioned that a building permit is different than any permits from them.  The commission stated that yes the grass can be mowed but no clean up such as digging, and bringing gravel can happen at the site since within 200 ft from the river.  The commission mentioned that holes have been dug, machines brought in.  Mr. Dervisevic will not touch anything else at this point and will contact an engineer to come up with a plan.  The engineer can request to extend the deadline to have the work completed.  The commission stated that if nothing gets done then this enforcement order with go to the State & DEP and they will enforce daily fines.  The commission provided some engineers names & phone numbers.

Old Business:

The commission reviewed mail:

a. B.C. C. Coalition 5/31/16 class.

b. Special permit – Odegaard – Norfolk Rd – recommend that a RDA be filed.

No other business was brought before the commission, so voted to adjourn at 10:26 AM.

Next regular meeting is scheduled for June 25, 2016.
